1.   APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllr Reynolds.
2.   MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD ON 8 MAY 2000 

Confirmed and signed by the Chairman as a true record of those proceedings.
3.   CHAIRMAN'S REMARKS
The Chairman opened his remarks by paying tribute to Les Hayward, who had recently resigned from the Parish Council and as its Chairman to move to Anglesey, and wished him well for the future. He explained that he had been elected Chairman and Cllr Bond Vice-Chairman (with Cllr Bond remaining as Chairman of the Finance Committee); Ros Marshallsay had been co-opted to replace Cllr Hayward on the Parish Council, whilst Stephen Dru Drury had been elected as our new District Councillor.
The Chairman went on to comment on a number of major issues:

a) Youth shelter and goalposts: These had been made possible by a very generous
donation by Mrs Armstrong, and were now open. The shelter was supported by the police
and had been initiated by a request from the youths themselves. The Parish Council was
conscious of a need for a way of increasing involvement in council affairs by the youths
of the parish, perhaps by a "youth forum".
b) God's Acre extension: The Parish Council as burial authority had purchased the land,    but the cemetery would continue to be run by the God's Acre Trustees who do an  excellent job. Under Cemetery Regulations part of the cemetery had to remain unconsecrated, but arrangements would be made to have all but a small part consecrated     in due course. The walling, which had been partly funded from donations, had been delayed due to the weather.
c) Playground: This remained one of the Parish Council's main problem areas, with   work constantly needed, resulting from wear and tear, vandalism, the need to keep up  with changing Standards and the ease by which accident claims can now be made.
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
