1.   APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllr Mrs A Preston.
2.   MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD ON 14 MAY 2001
Confirmed and signed by the Chairman as a true record of those proceedings.
The Chairman noted that the God's Acre extension had been completed and was due to be
consecrated in October.
3.   CHAIRMAN'S REMARKS
The Chairman opened his remarks by noting that since he had first been co-opted onto the Council in 1981 the amount of business carried out had increased significantly; for example, there had been over 60 planning applications to consider during the past year. He reminded the meeting that the main business of the Council was reported every month in the Corfe Valley News.
The Chairman went on to comment on a number of major issues:
a) Skateboard Facilities: Following the petition, the Council continued to work on the matter, although a number of issues such as cost and siting needed to be resolved.
b) Playground: There was a lot of work keeping up with maintenance and changing standards. He thanked Cllr Churchill for organising the raising of over £450 to replace the swings and chains which had become very worn.
c) Jubilee: The Committee, which the Parish Council had set in motion, was doing very well in organising or co-ordinating all the events during the year. Replacement of the noticeboard in West Street had been agreed to mark the Jubilee, although difficulties had been encountered in getting quotes for a suitable replacement.
d) Speed Management: The Chairman reminded the meeting that Tim Westwood of the County Council had attended the previous Annual Parish Meeting to talk about the speed management project. The Parish Council had been informed that consultation was due to take place in January 2003. Cllr Duffy noted that the Parish Council's suggestion regarding the use of pedestrian crossings to slow vehicles was being looked at by the
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
