Parking Issues

The Parish Council had submitted its suggestions on changes to parking restrictions to the County Council for its review of waiting restrictions in Purbeck; these suggestions included changes in East Street and Station Road and no loading in West Street by the Town Hall. [Oct 2003 update: the County Council has commenced the review process and has consulted the Parish Council over draft proposals.]
The District Council had undertaken to improve the numbering of the residents’ parking spaces.  It was noted that visitors were still parking in the residents’ spaces.

The District Council had agreed that the charging period in the West Street car park would stop at 7pm in the summer and 5pm in the winter, as a result of a suggestion by the Parish Council (following on from the suggestion made at the previous Tourism Committee meeting).

The meeting expressed general dissatisfaction with the parking situation in Corfe Castle.

Village Leaflet
Tina Hollister reported that a new leaflet, with an improved map, was in preparation and it was hoped it would be out in the late summer, with sufficient stocks for spring 2004.

The Clerk drew the meeting’s attention to the Parish Plan and encouraged businesses to contribute views and ideas.

The Clerk reported that he hoped to update the B&B list during the year.

Eileen Van Lelyveld reported that she understood that a cash machine was to be installed in the post office shortly.  It was noted also that credit/debit cards would be taken at the Castle, thus allowing visitors to save their cash for use elsewhere in the village.

The “Hot Chocolate” Concert at the Castle on 28th June was noted.
