Speed Management Project
The Clerk summarised the main features of the County Council’s draft speed management proposals for Corfe Castle, which consisted of “gateway” road markings at each end of the village, a 20mph zone through the centre of the village and two crossings in East Street; there would be public consultation on these suggestions.  There was some scepticism expressed by those present over the 20 mph zone.  It was also noted that railings or other barrier needed to be placed at the Bankes Arms corner to prevent pedestrians crossing at this dangerous spot.

Purbeck Parking Review

The Clerk summarised the County Council’s proposed changes for Corfe Castle, which would be subject to the statutory objection process in due course: extension of no parking at any time in East Street, no loading by the Town Hall in West Street, lifting of no parking in the Station Road layby, introduction of no parking in Sandy Hill Lane towards the walkers’ car park, and a disabled bay in Battlemead.  The meeting had no specific comments to draw to the Parish Council’s attention on this matter.

Park and Ride/Mining Museum

The Clerk reported that the Parish Council had continued to lobby the District Council over the Park and Ride.  The District Council had recently confirmed that it was looking at various issues such as signing, opening hours and its use as a transport interchange, and that discussions relating to car parks in Corfe Castle would be held in due course.  Doug Whyte confirmed that the National Trust was still concerned to be involved in the management of the Park and Ride.  Mike Scott reported that the Railway Company were considering charging as a means of covering costs.  The Clerk drew the meeting’s attention to the current planning application for a Mining Museum on the site.

Village Leaflet
David Hollister reported that the new leaflet had been redesigned, but that insufficient interest in advertising had been forthcoming.  A further attempt to raise the necessary advertising would be included in the next Chamber mailing in March.

Other Items

Tina Hollister noted that the parking space numbers had finally been erected on the one side of the Station Road residents’ parking.

Michael Bond drew the meeting’s attention to the Disability Discrimination Act and the difficulties in determining exactly what was required for individual businesses.  It was noted that the disabilities covered a wide range and not just those in wheelchairs.

Tina Hollister reported that the Chamber would be organising another Ball at the Castle in June.
