ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
The first business to be transacted was the election of a Chairman for the Meeting due to the absence of both the Chairman and the Vice Chairman.  The Clerk asked for nominations and Cllr Dragon was proposed by Cllr Green and seconded by Cllr Ellwood, all in favour.  Cllr Dragon took the Chair and opened the Meeting.

PUBLIC HALF HOUR

No members of the public were present.  However, Cllr Glover, introduced a letter by Mr Perry of the Banks Hotel about the burger van in the Church Knowle Road.  This letter informed the Parish Council about the bye law currently in force in both Swanage and Wareham which requires a licence to trade on the streets of those towns.  He suggests the Parish Council adopt this legislation to protect local businesses.

PRESENTATION BY ALAN DAVIS OF PURBECK DISTRICT COUNCIL ON PLANNING ENFORCEMENT

Members were given a very interesting presentation by Mr Alan Davis, Principal Planning Officer at Purbeck District Council (PDC) about enforcement of planning control.  Members were shown how the procedures can quickly become complicated and the time scale become longer than one might expect.  The District Council have a relatively new Enforcement Officer, Christopher Frampton who is catching up with many matters drawn to their attention in the recent past.  Mr Davis works with Mr Frampton to cover the 23,000 properties and areas of land in the Isle of Purbeck, much of which is difficult to view.  He pointed out the advantages to everyone of always trying to negotiate a settlement to enforcement cases and that they try hard to deal with them quickly.  However, in many cases the District Council can still take action up to ten years after the event.  This subject had concerned some of the Councillors recently and the guidance was much appreciated.
