He asked the Chairman if the Council was interested in the twinning proposals suggested by the Mayor of Nedvedice (Czech Republic) . Mr Davies had delivered an enforcement notice to the van on the 4th November.  The occupier has 28 days to lodge an appeal.  If he doesn’t then he has another 28 days to remove the van.  A Stop Notice is only used for the most serious breaches where real and actual harm is occurring and is not warranted in this case.  

The Clerk has contacted Peter Aston of PDC regarding extending the provisions of the Street Trading Provisions Act scheme which currently only applies to Swanage and Wareham to include Corfe Castle Parish so that a permit would be required to trade in the Church Knowle lay-by.  A follow up letter was sent so that request can be before the Policy Group on the 10th January and then be put before the full Council Meeting on the 24th January 2006.  If it is approved the scheme could be in force in Corfe Castle Parish by the end of January 2006.
