PUBLIC HALF HOUR

Mr Lewis addressed the Council in respect of their planning application for Foremans Cottage, 2 West Street, Kingston.  He spoke to the need for off road parking and the safety implications.  Mr Lewis’s design met the Highways criteria and had five letters of support from neighbours.  The Chairman assured Mr and Mrs Lewis that the comments would be taken into account when the planning application was discussed later.

Mr Nigel Green of Dorset Farmers Market felt the first market was well received in the village.  The market traders were encouraged by the start.  However, he was unhappy about the removal of road side signs and requested Council approval for a banner (on the fence) at the bottom of the Castle and a set of signs (adjacent the Common) at the other end of the village which would be removed at the end of the market day.  Mr Green reported four local producers joining the organisation.

Mr and Mrs Hills of 65 East Street, Corfe Castle asked about the proposals for the existing site of the Doctors surgery adjacent the Village Hall.  The Chairman and Councillors explained about the long term plans to extend the hall but suggested they contact the Village Hall secretary in order to find out more.

Mr John Ford addressed the Council on the matter of more camper vans overnight parking in the lay-by on the Church Knowle Road and in the West Street car park.

Mr Leipert and Mr Crane requested approval from the Council for the use of West Street in Corfe Castle forming the backdrop to a few scenes in a popular German television series on Friday the 30th June.  The street will be blocked at times whilst Ziegler Film Productions set up their equipment to take shots back towards the Castle from outside 22 West Street.  This drama is based upon the novel  by Charlotte Link called “At the End of Silence”.  Much other shooting has been done in the Creech area and some scenes will take place on the Church Knowle Road and in the adjacent countryside.  Apparently, betwe between 5 and 7 million German viewers regularly tune into this programme.  The Chairman and Councillors provided information to the representatives of Ziegler Film Productions.  They said there would be a flyer drop to all residents of West Street nearer the time and the filming would be finished by the late afternoon so as not to impact into the evening.

Review of the Dorset Public library Service – The Council has received many letters, reports and advice.  In particular, the Parish Council has been asked by Dorset County Council to help with their budget problem by finding local funding as well as suggestions on how the County Council can reduce costs.
The Parish Council was pleased to hear at very short notice before the meeting that the County Council initiative to save money by shutting libraries in Dorset is likely to be delayed for a year.  The Director of Corporate Services at Dorset County Council has recommended they look at alternative ways of saving money – report to be adopted at the 15th June meeting.  The Councillors decided the Public Meeting that was to be held on the 11th July will be cancelled.
