PUBLIC HALF HOUR

Mr Tom Hunt explained the position when the land in West Street was first designated for housing in order to get the site for a surgery (he was Chairman of the Parish Council then).  He wanted the Parish Council to turn down the proposed Raglan housing planning application until some progress is made on the surgery site.

Mr Colin Pomeroy, a representative for the local branch of the Aircrew Association, and others, proposed a stone memorial seat on land adjacent Encombe House to commemorate the loss of life at the spot (OS Map reference SY942790) where two RAF aircraft crashed in 1938 and 1945.  On 18th March 1938 an RAF Swordfish Mk I aircraft crashed alongside what is now the Dorset Coastal Footpath with the loss of all three occupants. On 15th June 1945 an RAF Liberator Mk IX of No 232 Squadron, Transport Command, crashed at the same spot after suffering fuel feed problems whilst on the first leg of a flight to India. All 27 people on board were killed instantly, making this the worst ever air crash in Dorset (in peace or at war).  The Chairman suggested the Parish Council would support the proposal.  The memorial to be dedicated over the weekend of the 16th/17th June 2007, the nearest weekend to the anniversary of the Liberator crash. 

Mr Nathan Cronk and Mr Richard Stevenson of the Raglan Housing Association spoke about the housing development in West Street.  How the first phase of rented housing had been delivered and that they were ready to commence the development of the former Playgroup site.  They are submitting plans to Purbeck District Council for four 2 bedroom apartments.  These will be newbuild homebuy units (formally known as shared ownership), with equity sales restricted to 80%.  Initial sales will be at 40% of the equity.  Raglan are to hold a consultation event in the village hall on the 13th December between 3.30 and 6.30pm.  An informal drop in event aimed at local people.  Councillors asked questions about the need for the units to be homebuy and had concerns about the problems for local people who would have to afford both the mortgage and the rental elements.  There was particular concern over the rental element and how it was calculated.  Raglan suggested they would have a costing model so that local people can see exactly how much it would cost on Wednesday.  They also suggested repossession of their properties was very rare.  On resale the properties would be sold on only to those people who qualified to purchase.  

The Housing Association suggested the Surgery land was costing them money until transferred to the Doctor.  They were keen to progress the contract with him.  Doctor Horsnell suggested the contract was not acceptable to two solicitors whom he had approached for advice and therefore progress was difficult.  The Chairman thanked Raglan for coming but suggested the Parish Council needed to see progress on the Surgery soon.

	Re November Item 10.405 – PDC Public Car Park Charges Meeting – Councillors Dragon and Green attended the meeting on Thursday, 30th November at 6.30pm.
