He is assisted by PCSO Iain Leslie.  The villages of Steeple, Kimmeridge and Church Knowle are now the concern of the Wareham Station. 	Re November Item 3.1 – Church Knowle Road Lay-by – Cllr Green reported on discussions with DCC Highways representatives about the lay-by at the recent Purbeck District Council (PDC) Car parking charges meeting.  It would appear that DCC intend to claim the land as belonging to them as there is no clear title from any of the landed estates (including the National Trust) so that they can change it into pay and display parking.  The matter of the West Street car park being handed over to Corfe Castle Parish Council was touched on.  Mr Phil McStraw informed the meeting that this would add approximately £2 per household to the rates if PDC lost the income (Councillors estimated this at £40,000).The Parish Council decided to write to Mr McKenzie at PDC requesting the transfer of the car park so that the Parish Council could also run the toilets.

(1)DCC to install a new ‘no cycling’ sign on a post on the path behind the jewellers.  No action and nothing received from DCC.

(2)Rob Camp of DCC has now received the necessary speed data in respect of the Parish Council request for Speed Indicator Devices (SIDs).  The criteria was met at both ends of Corfe Castle.  The higher speeds were recorded at the Northern end.  Mr Camp says SIDs are best deployed in advance of the perceived speed problem, otherwise the driver has travelled some distance in to a built up area before being alerted to their speed.  He will not recommend a midway location.

The current statutory minimum bus concession is in fact an off-peak scheme, but PDC allows for and pays for all day travel.

The new national concession isn’t any different in that respect, but there are major implications – not least the extra cost. PDC is facing additional  expenditure (after grant) of between £111K and £222K  which means the travel concession will have to be restricted or other services reduced (or cut completely).

There are also a number of practical issues, for example the cost of the journey will be paid for by the Council where the passenger boards the bus and all journeys are treated as single journeys. So Purbeck will pick up the cost of visitors and holiday makers who use their bus pass whilst staying here.  Also most other Council’s have only ever allowed off-peak travel (Poole & Bournemouth for instance) and they will not want to pay for Purbeck residents who travel before 9.30am (say within Poole or Bournemouth) and vice versa where Purbeck is concerned.

In short this is real headache. The Council’s Policy Group will be considering the matter on 18 December – no decisions have been taken yet, but we already know that it will be very difficult for PDC to continue with all day travel.

I hope this helps. If you want I could attend a Parish Council meeting to explain in detail, but it’ll probably have to be in the new year now.

	Susan Berry of Raglan e-mails : In order to apply for one of the available apartments, applicants will need to be registered with both Purbeck Housing Trust and MyPlace, the Homebuy Agents for the Dorset area.  When Raglan is ready to market the properties I will apply to PHT and MyPlace for a list of eligible applicants and will contact them direct with the sales information.  Once a completed application has been received by Raglan we will undertake an affordability assessment and carry out an interview to ensure that applicants are completely aware of their rights and responsibilities should they go ahead and purchase through the part buy, part rent scheme.  Once it is identified that applicants meet the affordability criteria their details will be passed to PHT for prioritisation.  For your information, PHT will retain the rights to prioritise and nominate any applications received for schemes within the Purbeck area.

Raglan will be holding an open morning on Saturday 19th January at Wareham Town Hall from 9.30am – 1.00pm for anyone interested in the forthcoming shared ownership developments in Purbeck to pop along and find out further information.  It is unlikely that we will have values for the properties in Corfe but we will certainly be on hand to provide advice on how to register etc.
