PUBLIC HALF HOUR

The Council was addressed by Mr William Turner of Endurancelife who informed the Councillors of their intention to host a coastal run on the 8th and a mountain bike orienteering event on the 9th November (estimated numbers approximately 40).  He is currently speaking to all land owners on the orienteering route between Kimmeridge and Nine Barrow Down.  He answered questions from all those present including representatives of the National Trust and County Council.  He confirmed it was his understanding that orienteering is not classified as a race so the bikes can use bridleways legally.  The events will be run from the car park in Worth Matravers and the proceeds from the car park are being donated to local sustainable housing.  
Mr Benjamin Webb and Mr Stephen Dring of Purbeck District Council gave a presentation on the proposed changes to the two Conservation Areas in the Parish.  There is only a small reduction suggested for Kingston but a large reduction proposed for Corfe Castle.  The proposals address the problem of appeals against decisions being allowed (with consequent cost penalty) because the decisions were inappropriate for the more ordinary properties that shouldn’t be in the Conservation Area.  The Corfe Castle Conservation Area had been extended twice, in 1973 and 1991, the earlier extension had been done to allow access to funding for street lighting (not for conservation reasons).  Councillors asked if there had been any thought given to the placing of satellite dishes on the front of houses when the analogue television signal disappears in 2012.  Mr David King had found the District Council website to be providing faulty information on the consultation process.  Mr Dring suggested this would be corrected shortly. The Officers suggested a copy of the appraisal document should be in the village library and another can be consulted at the Council offices in Wareham.

(1) Nigel Hamer, in charge of Highways East (DCC), discussed the following matters with the Councillors who did a walk round on the 24th September - Cllr Dragon, Cllr Green and the Clerk :-

Yellow lines at the entrance to Sandy Hill Lane to keep it clear.  Some of the white lines elsewhere are fading.  The road sign in West Street, Kingston is faulty.  The gutters to Station Road are full of weeds (DCC private road).  The pavement outside the Mill is uneven as the result of a recent trench    The vegetation above the parked cars in Sandy Hill Lane is getting worse.  The water leak and the rough parking area (on the verge) adjacent Webbers Close.  The kerb requires raising outside 50 West Street to prevent flooding.

Members decided to write to Mr Hamer formally requesting yellow lines at the entrance to Sandy Hill Lane and the repainting of the white lines

The Clerk reported the request in respect of the top of West Street being cleared back to the verge is also with Mr Les Evans for action [PEM 280829] but there is no decision as yet.  Note : Trip hazard o/s the 12-14 East Street was PEM 282679.

(2) This months actions taken :  The sign above the door at 20 West Street that was a danger to pedestrians heads has been pushed flat against the wall.  The ragwort problem on the untidy mill race to the Mill, East Common and Scotland Heath were discussed with Doug Whyte (National Trust) last month.
