PUBLIC HALF HOUR

Mrs Angelica Sythe-Ford addressed the Council.  The library hours have now been reduced from 10 to 6 hours and she was not happy about the reduced hours.  In her opinion the librarian did not have enough time to do all her work and does it in her own time instead.  Ordering books is now taking much longer.  She did not understand why the County Council money had been spent on new technology rather than on the other library functions.  The new hours do not allow for mixing library use with other village functions such as the coffee morning at the village hall adjacent.  She suggested the librarians time should be spent introducing people to books not just on computer matters.  

Mr Ormeroyd, a friend of Mr and Mrs Spreyer who had spoken to the Council about their concerns over planning application 6/08/0697 at the previous Meeting asked to see a copy of the Standing Orders as he was concerned that the November Meeting had not been conducted properly.  The Clerk furnished him with a copy of the current Standing Orders having explained that procedure had been in accordance with them.

The Parish Council was pleased to be addressed by County Councillor David Crowhurst who gave some background to current library events.  He went over the lack of response by residents to their enquiry about how the reduced hours should be implemented.  [There was no response at the time because the Friends of the Library decided not to encourage the County Council with their cost saving scheme by not co-operating with this request.]  He suggested the use of volunteers together with trained professionals as is happening at three other libraries would reinstate the lost hours.  

Cllr Jenkins suggested this would mean the work would be done by the same few people who volunteer for everything else that needed doing in the village.  This would tie retired people down who had hoped to escape from their working life routine.

Cllr Crowthorne suggested self service in the Library Service was the way ahead.  He said the implementation of self service was costing around £1.3 million when questioned.  However, he suggested users should be grateful that the 85 pence charge for ordering books has been removed.  This surprised some of those present who had very recently been charged for this service.  Another way of making up the hours lost was for the Parish Council to pay for them – five other libraries are receiving extra funding.  Mr Crowthorne said the cost of an hours additional opening was £1,013 – four hours would cost £4,052.  The Chairman pointed out this would mean substantially increasing the Parish Precept and making all Parishioners pay for the service.

There were other questions and suggestions put to Mr Crowthorne such as his Agenda for Change was in fact merely a retrograde step - a means of reducing funding to the Library Service by a Council short of money.  It was suggested to him that librarians were there to help people, not to just exchange books.  Mr Crowthorne admitted the decisions whether to spend on capital items or salaries was made at County and was not forced on them by Government.  The Chairman suggested the introduction of self service for users was asking them to use the system without speaking to anyone.  Also, she felt these changes were the result of the County not having the money to modernise the Library Service and keep the level of service we already have.

Mrs Angelica Sythe-Ford suggested the library should have more functions.  There should be more thinking outside the box and additional funding could be found from European funding sources for community sources.  However, most seemed to agree the library was too small for many of the suggested other activities and in any event most of these occurred elsewhere in the village.  Cllr Ellwood suggested more could be done by liasing with the school as had been done in the past.  Mr Crowthorne suggested Mrs Tracy Long at County should be contacted to organise something during school hours.
The Chairman finished off this question and answer session by saying it was a very unsatisfactory situation and, in her opinion, it would not be a good thing to increase the Parish Precept to fund the library as times are hard for many people.

	CORFE AND KINGSTON CONSERVATION AREA CONSULTATION
Councillors completed the consideration of this subject started at the previous Meeting in November.

The Parish Council considered Mr Webb’s response on the southern part of the village that falls into the area suggested for removal from the C.C. Conservation Area.  The Councillors understand the need for a designated area that will stand up to appeal and will be very interested to see the settlement characterisation that the District Council are having prepared by consultants.  They assume the document will help to channel new development into forms that will assist in taking the settlement forward in the way mentioned in the Parish Councils previous letter.   

The Council hopes that those properties that have character, especially those bordering East Street, in the area to be excluded will, in the main, be protected by individual listing.  

Members made the assumption that in the absence of any address on the Higher Filbank letter that this was probably put in by a developer/builder and does not properly constitute the views of the residents of that development.  This development has been of particular concern ever since the removal of Conservation Area status was mentioned in a planning decision some months ago on an individual application.  This rather suggested to the Councillors that the removal was a forgone conclusion and this was confirmed by the second paragraph of Mr Webb’s letter.  

The Parish Council accepts the assurances given by the District Council that AONB status will protect the settlement from inappropriate development and agree that the open areas to the North should be removed from the Conservation Area.

The Parish Council had already taken Mr Webb’s advice on satellite dishes and notified residents via the Corfe Valley News that they should contact the District Council individually if they experience any difficulties in positioning a satellite dish.

	Mr Andrew Brown, DCC Highways – (In response to the inquiry by Cllr Cemm) As previously discussed the zebra crossing has to go through the appropriate process with the Traffic Management Section to be assessed to see if a location in Corfe Castle meets the criteria. 	Copy of letter to DCC - Dear Mr. Brown,  Provision of pedestrian crossing in East Street, Corfe Castle.  You may be aware that Corfe Castle Charity has a number of units of sheltered accommodation for the elderly in East Street, Corfe Castle.  Most of our residents are in their late eighties, some are disabled, and one of them is now 92.  We are becoming increasingly concerned for their safety when crossing the road to access the library, village hall and doctor’s surgery.  I understand from the Parish Clerk that this issue has long been under discussion with the County Council and that there have in the past been  proposals for one or more pedestrian crossings to be installed in East Street, but to date this has not come to fruition.

East Street is very busy at all times, often with heavy traffic making it difficult even for the able bodied to cross the road. For those who are less nimble it is very dangerous indeed. 

I am writing to request that your department gives urgent consideration to this matter.  I would be happy to meet with you on site so that you can meet some of the people involved and fully understand the serious nature of the problem.

	Cllr Cemm provides a Summary of the Rural Exception Site Checklist Workshop she attended on Mon 17th Nov '08.  

PDC consulting on the above. They have put together an interim policy. Consultation on it runs from Oct 31st to Dec 12th '08.  Rural exception sites can only be identified where there is a population of under 3,000, and are for the provision of 100%affordablele housing that meets an identified local housing need. The sites can be identified on land within adjoining rural settlements. The checklist is designed to assist PC's and or Parish Plan groups identify suitable sites. These are seen to be for small developments of between 5-10 dwellings.  I have copies of consultation draft documents that I will bring to the next P.C meeting.

After a brief discussion the Parish Council responded to the consultation by supporting the recommendations in general.  There is a great need for more affordable housing in the rural parishes within the Isle of Purbeck and Corfe Castle in particular.  This Council would like to participate in any scheme which seeks to provide truly affordable housing for local people.  However, the Parish Council has concerns, particularly with regard to exception sites, where funding pressure has caused part of a current exception site to be sold off as a shared equity development.  This has resulted in no local people likely to be involved in purchasing the shares offered.
