PUBLIC HALF HOUR

The Parish Council was addressed by local resident Mr Nick King about the recent Swanage Triathlon.  He was concerned that the event authorised by both Police and Dorset County Council, resulted in bicycles passing through the village at speeds in excess of 30mph and in ways that breached many of the British Triathlon rules.  There were 600 entries at £25 per head.  The Councillors decided to take this up with the Police and the County Council.  Mr King also referred to the County Council proposal to move Bridleway 36 on Corfe Common up to the brow of the hill (where it crosses the Kingston Road).  He suggested the proposal was wrong for many reasons including poor disabled access, poor visibility and possibly illegal.  Councillors have concerns about the proposals and will be requesting more information from Dorset County Council.

Mr Ron Venning was concerned about the grass verges in West Street.  This wide verge on the southern side of the street is part of the highway and there has always been a path through the centre of it up to the cattle grid at the turning circle.  More recently it seems that some property owners tend to treat it as part of their property and put stones on it.  At the top of the street near the turning circle, the grass verge has disappeared under vegetation including trees.  He was also concerned about the maintenance of footpaths adjacent the Norden roundabout.  (The Council is already pursuing the matter of the verge in West Street with the County Council).

	Many thanks for your response advising about your Council's deliberations - it is encouraging that your Members have received the suggestion in the spirit in which it was intended - I have taken some flack about my letter because some thought it was too long and tended to be a little condescending - which certainly was not my intention.
I understand that your council may have reservations and the intention is to return to the old ways so it may well involve a local person who knows his own area.  I know County Members are very keen to establish another lengthsmen scheme (beyond that of the Ferndown trial) to demonstrate and prove the principle.
Can I suggest that you explore with your neighbouring Parishes whether or not they may be interested in joining in a partnership or possibly a partnership with Wareham Town??   Sorry to put the onus on you - but I think it would come better from the respective Councils themselves to explore potential joint agreements.
I'm not trying to save myself work - but once we have some sort of joint proposal - then County Officers can become involved at the request of any potential 'partnership' to progress things and get it established.

	Andrew Brown e-mails - Nothing is a waste of breath. All things are considered and prioritised and I am confident Any Ackerman will listen to all your concerns.  As I have re-iterated on a number of occasions any 20mph speed limit away from bends in the centre of the village would require severe traffic calming features such as narrowings throughout. This would be required to bring the traffic speed down and therefore naturally enforced. Dorset Police do not support 20mphs without suitable traffic calming. In a village such as Corfe Castle which is on a busy 'A' class road these type of measures would be unsuitable. Furthermore these type of measures would require constructed build outs, signing etc which would be unsuitable in this historic village. I fully understand that concerns are heightened at this time of year due to increased tourist traffic.  I must admit I thought the dragons teeth were in place. I will chase this up.  I will chase up the other matters on the letter which are not in my remit.

	Mr Mike Hooper e-mails - I am looking at setting up a quality, mobile fish and chip catering business, and through my wife who's parents live Corfe, I believe there is potential for providing such a service here.

I wanted to approach the relevant people, particularly the Parish council, to gain opinion from a community perspective.  Would you think there would be a requirement for a maximum of one hour a week/ fortnight for a service like this?  In my experience, rural locations benefit from this type of service, as it creates a conversation point, and becomes an integral part of the community.  I feel the more senior generation in rural Dorset would like an opportunity once in a while to get a Fish and Chip supper, but often this is either not available, or is in the form of a Curry/Chinese takeaway delivery.

I would appreciate your thoughts on this subject, as I would imagine this has been discussed before.  I think the key is to have a short- stop, but regular service.

	Jason Hasaka, PDC – copies in the PC on an e-mail to Phil Stuckey.  Following our site meeting yesterday (03.08.09) I am writing to confirm that I have no objection to the removal of the mature Maple tree, found between trees 4 & 5 on your recent S.211 Notice, under the dead, dying and dangerous exemption.  This tree has Ganoderma species decay fungus on the buttress which is an indicator of internal decay.  The tree also has a large open wound and cavity along one of the main leaders in the upper crown.  Given the location of the tree, and the use of the footpath below, this is a high hazard tree in a high risk location.  It is my recommendation that remedial works be undertaken as soon as possible.

	Mr Ackerman (DCC) writes to the Council - I appreciate that the proposal to enforce the yellow line restrictions in East Street has caused a lot of anger and unease amongst the residents concerned and I can only apologise for the aggravation that it has caused the Parish Council.  The lack of consultation came about because the proposal did not involve new regulations but enforcement of existing restrictions. However, this was regrettable and I have taken step to ensure that any future proposals for parking enforcement in Corfe Castle will be subject to consultation with Parish Council before any public views are sought.  Your council may well appreciate that there is a difficult situation to address as by doing nothing it is allowing residents to claim part of the public highway for their personal use. As the Highway Authority, Dorset County Council can not condone this and should be taking steps to regularise the situation.  If the Parish Council supports the parking of vehicles on the verge in the areas of 25-41 and 90-124 East Street, and the Police have no objections to this parking, we have two options:

Option 1; Remove the seasonal Single Yellow Line outside 90-124 and the Double Yellow Lines outside numbers 25-41. This would regularise the current arrangement but will require an amendment to the relevant Traffic Regulation Order and formal public consultation;

Option 2: Designate the areas as permitted parking areas. This will also require an amendment to the relevant Traffic Regulation Order and formal public consultation.

I would be grateful for comments from the Parish Council on the above options and look forward to hearing from you.
