	Re December Item 3.1 – Road Safety Matters
Mr Steve Howard of Dorset County Council (DCC) update on Corfe Castle Traffic Matters:-

See correspondence items 2,5 & 6 for e-mails from DCC  [resulting from Wednesday, 16th December Meeting – Mr Howard, Mr Burt and Clerk]

1) Puffin crossing at possible locations o/s the School and the Library – a crossing o/s the school has been approved (again), which sort of crossing not determined yet;

(2) DCC have a proposal for staggered all year parking along East Street which could alleviate the verge parking problem in the area outside numbers 90-124 East Street south of the Library and would also replace the seasonal parking with small groups of all year parking up to just past Why Jewellers – no update in the correspondence.  Councillors were concerned there were no similar proposals for the area outside numbers 25-41 East Street.  Similarly, the original options for resolution (DCC letter 3rd August 2009) of the above have not been addressed and do not appear to be on the table anymore;

(3) DCC will not provide 20 mph zones because of cost, signage mess, low speed anyway etc etc – see corr. 6, para 4 which addresses the Council comparisons. Councillors suggested this was incompatible with the creation of the 20mph zone in the Old Town, Poole;

(4) Possible keep clear zone o/s Station Road – DCC are not supporting this due to appearance although it is technically feasible – Councillors were not impressed with the suggestion that DCC officers need to be convinced because of crossing safety;

(5) Possible double yellow lines on both sides of West Street from the car park entrance to the exit – DCC (Mr Tony Burt – corr.2) have turned this down as the Wednesday inspection revealed no parked cars (no photos showing regular problems have been sent to DCC);

(6) DCC proposal for removing yellow plaques on walls – Mr Howard confirms these small parking signs will disappear but subject to funding;

(7) Church Knowle Lay-by - signage to stop camper vans and hot food sellers is approved in principle by DCC – A Traffic Regulation Order will be required.  This may be joined in with the other work in the village to avoid extra costs (each order £2,500).  However, if the other traffic management proposals are delayed, then this may get its own funding to avoid delay.  Still supported by DCC;

and a non resident request:-
(8) DCC thoughts on the request to the PC that the Studland turn has traffic lights to stop the queues from the beach in the Summer – this will involve a lot of investigation and will best be done in the Spring/Summer – No update from DCC.

(9) DCC request a meeting in January (see Corr. Item 5).  Councillors decided the suggestion of a meeting with small number of interested residents was not the best way forward and they would prefer an open meeting where everyone could attend.  The Clerk to try and arrange an Open Meeting after a shortened Parish Council Meeting.  The above to be an agenda item at the next Meeting. 

PACT meetings – see correspondence item 9 for latest PACT information.

Reg Spiller Memorial Slabs – some slabs still loose (around the Eddie Holland Memorial Seat) – Richard Spiller was to have his men look at the problem. Councillors assume the repairs have been stopped by the bad weather.

Grit Bins – several residents have requested grit bins during the bad weather.  (See corr. item 8) – Mrs Ireland requests one in Kingston where West Street becomes the Encombe Road just after the Church;  Mrs Frost of Springwood wants one towards the top of West Street, CC and Mrs Lancaster wants one for the Square, CC.  Mrs Ford requests one for Halves Cottages.  

Councillors discussed the many requests for grit bins as a result of the recent freezing weather.  There used to be grit bins in several locations around the villages of Corfe Castle and Kingston.  However, they have disappeared in the recent past, presumably because of their condition deteriorating over the years and because there did not appear to be a need for them.  The Council decided to consider the purchase of some bins but in the context of securing approval from the County Council who have to fill them (and empty them if they are not used for a long time).  Also, the Councillors decided to request advice on liability from DAPTC for anybody volunteering to using the grit or salt to help clear the roads or pavements (and any other insurance complications).  Other possible problems are position (where to put them) and using locks to prevent unauthorised removal of salt/grit.

	(1) BUDGET FOR 2010/2011
	

	
	Cllr Green led the Council through the budget proposals on behalf of the Finance Committee [Each Member received a copy of the recommended budget document].  The proposal was for a small increase to £20,900.  The Members were again of the opinion that any increase should be small.  This increase will allow the Playground Equipment Reserve to be increased to £7,000 in order to fund replacement of the Multiplay equipment if equal external funding can be found.  This also allows for an increase in some of the other Earmarked Reserves.  A healthy General Reserves means £3,000 will be transferred to the Earmarked Reserves.  Therefore, the small increase in the precept is in line with larger authorities at just less than 3%.  The Council resolved to accept the proposed budget for next year together with the Precept required - £20,900.

	Cllr Wollaston copies the PC in on his e-mail to the Echo Newspaper.  Dear Neil In my opinion the Purbeck District Council should be stopped from imposing higher charges for Corfe Castle than exist in Wareham and am outraged that they should admit to using the revenue as general income without regard to long term consequences.

I would be grateful if you could publish the attached letter in the local advertiser.

PARKING CHARGES AT CORFE CASTLE 

I am concerned at proposals to be put before the Purbeck District Council that would impose increased charges for visitors to Corfe while leaving parking charges for Wareham unchanged on the grounds that it would adversely affect trade. 

When will this council learn that money spent on parking is money that is lost to local business; moreover the tourist who feels 'ripped off' by exorbitant parking charges will not return or leave with a bad impression, thereby negating the work and money spent to attract visitors to the area. 

For the residents of Corfe who had previously enjoyed the benefits of the income from its car park there is the knowledge that Purbeck District Council regard the asset as a 'cash cow' for their benefit and not money that should be spent on improving facilities within the village like for example the Public Toilets, street cleaning and the condition of the pavements. 

It all speaks wonders for the so called 'empowerment of local communities' that the District Council can simply ignore the views of the Parish Council and impose a premium on charges at Corfe Castle.

	Tony Burt, Technical Officer at DCC e-mails - Re our site visit this morning, I think it was apparent to all of us that there were no parking problems south of the car park entrance. It has been 
almost a year since we discussed the need for some evidence i.e. photos', to support the claim that more draconian restrictions were needed. Nothing has been forthcoming, it is not sufficient for someone to state the over used phrase 'emergency vehicles cannot get through', these claims must be capable of standing up to scrutiny.

Therefore, unless hard evidence is presented I do not propose to take this matter any further.

	Steve Howard, Manager - Network Traffic Management at DCC - following our site meeting last week, I email to give a short update on progress made and to suggest a couple of ways forward.  The good news first.
Request for a pedestrian crossing
As you are aware, we carried out two pedestrian crossing assessments in November. The assessment (count) outside the library was found to be very low and so will not be progressed. However, the assessment outside the school easily met the minimum intervention criteria (the term I use) and so we can justify a crossing, of some description, at this location.  We need to do a little more work to determine whether we install a PUFFIN crossing (all the lights) or a zebra crossing. This will be determined by the actual speed of the traffic on the A351. If it is over a certain speed we need to install a PUFFIN, with all the speed detection that comes with it. The cost for a PUFFIN (and a bit of kerbing) is in the region of £75k. If the speeds are below said level we could consider a zebra (a favourite of mine because you get a lot of bang for your buck). The cost for a zebra will be approximately £30, which includes a bit of kerbing.  Which crossing we have to install does have quite a fundamental bearing on how quickly we can install it. If it is a zebra, we might have enough funding (from the previous Corfe Castle traffic calming budget) to install it next financial year (and assuming my colleagues can actually find the time in what is a very full works programme next year). If it turns out that we need to install a PUFFIN, we haven't got sufficient funding as yet and the crossing will have to wait its turn as do all new successful crossing requests. I'll be able to give you an update when we've had a chance to do a bit more work on this in the New Year.
Overnight parking in layby on the road to Church Knowle
In principle, colleagues in our Parking Services section are minded to support a request from the parish council to ban overnight parking and the selling of food etc. in the layby near to the junction of the A351 and Church Knowle Road.  It would be better (more cost effective) to incorporate these works into any changes we also need to make to the existing parking restrictions following the "parking issues" we have raised in the village. However, the ban on overnight parking etc. could be undertaken separately if necessary.
"At Any Time" plates around the village
You will recall that during our walk around the village I highlighted that there were a number of "At Any Time" parking signs dotted around the village that are no longer required by law. We can, therefore, remove them (indeed, we are required to do so) without hindering the way the restrictions operate. Removing the signs is also obviously a good idea in trying to "declutter" street furniture in the village.  Colleagues in our Parking Services section are aware of the signs and will endeavour to arrange for the removal of them as soon as is practicable. There is, as always, the small matter of finding the necessary funding and, just as importantly, finding the time for our contractor to do so.

Now the not so easy stuff.
Enforcing the current parking restrictions in the village
In truth, we are between a "rock and a hard place" with the parking enforcement in Corfe Castle. We are duty bound to enforce the current restriction, even if they appear overly officious and contrary to what has historically happened.  However, I think we can introduce some measures that allow parking on the main road and thus improve the parking situation. This will also act as "mobile traffic calming" and help reduce speeds on the A351.  We need to move this one forward, so can I suggest we convene a meeting 
one evening in either the first week of January or the last two weeks of January (I'm on holiday from 7th to 14th January 2010) to discuss the issues and what we can and cannot do to off-set any downsides that local residents may perceive to the way they can park.  My suggestion is an evening meeting (in the village hall?) with a small number of interested residents to discuss everything. The smaller the number the better. Perhaps two residents to represent residents near the existing ped. crossing in the centre of the village and two residents to represent residents living further south on the opposite side to the doctor's surgery.  Also, I was contacted by the owner of the jewellery shop in East Street, who had concerns about the loss of parking outside the shop. I allayed his fears somewhat by saying we might actually be able to increase parking in the area outside his shop. He was happy with this, but asked that he and a local resident also be allowed to attend the suggested meeting. I think this is a good idea.  I'm not sure how this will turn out, but I'll have a go at explaining the constraints under which we operate and the possible solutions we can consider. What we can do down by the pedestrian crossing is open to debate.

I hope this makes sense. Sorry its a bit long.  My compliments of the Season. Thanks for your help on this one so far. See you in the New Year.

	Steve Howard, Manager - Network Traffic Management at DCC - just in case you haven't had an update on the issue of the proposed refurbishment of the existing ped. crossing in the centre of the village, I have one for you.  I've had a chat with colleagues involved in this project. Apparently, the controller associated with a major junction in Ferndown was "wiped out" by a vehicle in a collision. This necessitated a total re-vamp of the whole signalised junction and resulted in a lot of unprogrammed work. This necessary work has had a detrimental knock-on effect with other planned work; the refurb. of the crossing in Corfe Castle being one such project.  The planned refurbishment of the crossing has, therefore, been put back until the New Year, more specifically sometime around March.

in response to the queries your council raised recently:
Signs outside Tom's house etc.
There are no new signs outside "Tom's house".
20mph speed limits - Portsmouth
The imposition of area-wide 20mph speed limit in Portsmouth is only a pilot project. The bit that the media fails to include in their reports is that even if the national policy on the setting of 20mph speed limit changes because of the Portsmouth pilot (it looks as if it might), this only covers residential streets. The A351 (East Street) could not be classed as a normal residential street and would, therefore, not meet the criterion for a 20mph speed limit.  We still have to adhere to the current policy concerning the setting of 20mph speed limits and, unfortunately (it would seem from a local perspective) the A351 does not meet the aforementioned criterion.
Yellow box / "keep clear" - Station Road
I still believe the installation of measures to help vehicles exit Station Road would look particularly incongruous in such a environmentally sensitive section of the village. However, as I mentioned, I am not totally against the idea.  A yellow box junction would not be appropriate. However, a "keep clear" might be more appropriate. I have discussed this request with colleagues in our signals section (who have responsibility for the safe working of the adjacent pedestrian crossing) to gauge their views. In principle, they would not agree to a box junction, but might support the introduction of a "keep clear". However, we do need to be convinced for the need of the "keep clear" because it will have a detrimental effect on the operation of the crossing. Any new road markings could well be installed when the crossing is refurbished in the New Year.
	

	7. 
	Mr Dru Drury copies the PC in on his e-mail to Cllr Dragon.  We thought it would be useful to update you on action being taken by the Railway.
1. Work has started on the new siding. The ground has been cleared and track has been stacked in the area, presumably to be laid soon. 

2. Unserviceable rolling stock is being stored in the existing siding. At present there is a coach which is covered in green plastic. This cannot be a serviceable item and therefore does not comply with the terms of the lease which require only stock in operational use to be stored in Corfe. 

3. The portacabins are in fairly frequent use and there are signs that they are being used for maintenance purposes – again contrary to the terms of the lease, which I believe says that Corfe should not be used for maintenance purposes. 

It might be useful if the Council again reminded the railway of the need to comply with the terms of their lease.  In the meantime we wish you a very happy new year.

There is no fingerpointer or way mark at this point.  This would suggest that the road to the farm is a private drive and not a public highway.  Could you confirm this?  There is a footpath fingerpointer at 'A' pointing down the drive to the footpath stile at 'B' into the field beside the railway.

'B' is FP waymarked.  The bridleway is waymarked at its junction with the Purbeck Way at 'D'.

Has the public got bridleway rights over A-B-C?  I am asking this as a cyclist as well as a walker!
