PUBLIC HALF HOUR

Mr David King was concerned about the proposed Doctors surgery in West Street (the planning application before the Council that evening).  He is concerned about the Design and Access Statement that accompanies the application.  His concerns centred around the parking arrangements for both staff and patients, the vehicular access and the numbers of residents using cars to attend the centre.  Dorset County Council were of the opinion that the same number of patients and staff would attend the proposed surgery and this would not cause problems.  He did not agree and asked if the Council had been involved in the pre-application discussions in June and October.

The Chairman confirmed the Parish Council had not been contacted.

Mr Ken Morgan spoke to the Council about the planning application for Puddledock Cottage which was also before the Council that evening.  He explained the changes requested for their new clients and that the footprint of the building was not increasing under the new proposals.

Mr Laurie Clark of the National Trust reported on the doings of the Purbeck Estate.  They are changing the first floor of the Tea Rooms into offices; they have submitted a planning application in respect of the Castle for changes to reflect its history and will be providing free access to the Castle for Corfest 2010 and on some other days (three maximum) this year.

PCSO Iain Leslie reported on the Duke of Edinburgh Award scheme that our local policemen are organising.  They have approximately 25 to 30 young people ready to join the scheme and hope to extend it to around 40 if possible.  The scheme is suitable for young people between the ages of 14 and 23 years old.  They have over £1,000 in donations so far and everything is looking very encouraging.  There will be another evening event at the First School on the 14th February between 3pm and 5pm.  The official opening of the scheme will be on the 28th February.

Councillor Cemm exercised her right to make comments in the Public Half Hour on the planning application for Roffy House that was before the Council that evening.  In her opinion the proposal to allow separate use of the extension was not suitable for the location and would intensify holiday use in a residential area with resultant access and parking issues.

	Re January Item 3.1 – Road Safety Matters
Recent History with DCC:-

(a) Meeting with Mr Andrew Ackerman and Tim Westwood from DCC,  Barry Ashdown and Iain Leslie from the Police, the Chairman, Cllr Dragon and Clerk on Tuesday 18th August.  No decisions taken, more research at their end and further discussions before any action.  Any future action by CCPC on this subject to be an agenda item.  

(b) Mr Steve Howard of DCC assigned to sort out Corfe Castle traffic matters.  He along with Richard Stubbs and Andrew Brown met with Cllr Dragon and the Clerk on Wednesday 21st October.  of DCC.

(c) DCC current position at the date of this Council Meeting – last meeting with DCC on Wednesday, 16th December – Mr Howard, Mr Burt and Clerk
1) Puffin or Pelican crossing o/s the School – a crossing outside the school is approved but which sort still not determined;

(2) DCC have a proposal for staggered all year parking along East Street which could alleviate the verge parking problem in the area outside numbers 90-124 East Street south of the Library and would also replace the seasonal parking with small groups of all year parking up to just past Why Jewellers – no DCC update yet.  No similar proposal for the verge area outside numbers 25-41 East Street – The position regarding the  original options for resolution of the verge parking (DCC letter 3rd August 2009) has  not been clarified despite the Clerk requesting clarification on this  letter from his bosses, Mr Ackerman and Mr Westwood at DCC;
(3) DCC will not provide 20 mph zones because of cost, signage mess, low speed anyway etc – No change;

(4) Possible keep clear zone o/s Station Road – DCC are not supporting this due to appearance although technically feasible – See correspondence item 32 (East St crossing refurbishment).  The Clerk rang Mr Rob Perry of DCC  and he said any other markings are not legal where there are zig zag markings for the crossing but he would speak to Mr Howard about coloured surfacing (Conservation Area implications).
(5) DCC will not provide double yellow lines on both sides of West Street from the car park entrance to the exit– No change;

(6) DCC proposal for removing yellow plaques on walls – Mr Howard has confirmed these small parking signs will disappear but timing will be subject to funding availability– No change;

(7) Church Knowle Lay-by - signage to stop camper vans and hot food sellers is approved in principle by DCC – A Traffic Regulation Order will be required.  This may be joined in with the other work in the village to avoid extra costs (each order £2,500).  However, if the other traffic management proposals are delayed, then this may get its own funding to avoid delay– No change;

and a non resident request:-
(8) DCC thoughts on the request to the PC that the Studland turn has traffic lights to stop the queues from the beach in the Summer – this will involve a lot of investigation and will best be done in the Spring/Summer– No change;

Other Action since the Last Meeting:

The Clerk asked Mr Howard to come to an open meeting as requested by the PC and the invitation was declined.  The Chairman addressed the Councillors about the next meeting with DCC and it was decided to request his attendance at a closed meeting of the Parish Council for the purposes of going through all the above items to find out what DCC were intending to do.  PC Barry and PCSO Leslie to be informed of the date of the meeting.

Reg Spiller Memorial Slabs – Councillors thought the slabs were still loose (around the Eddie Holland Memorial Seat).  The Clerk to see if Richard Spiller will get his men to fix them.

Grit Bins – several residents requested grit bins during the bad weather prior to and at the January Meeting.  Mrs Ireland requests one in Kingston where West Street becomes the Encombe Road just after the Church;  Mrs Frost of Springwood wants one towards the top of West Street, CC and Mrs Lancaster wants one for the Square, CC.  Mrs Ford wants one for Halves Cottages.

Dorset County Council require the sites to be approved by them prior to bins being deployed.  The bright yellow plastic grit bins require concrete bases that have to be bolted to the bins.  This will require a proper application to DCC if the Council wish to proceed.  Councillors discussed the proposal and estimated a cost in excess of £1,000 to deploy the bins.  The matter to be discussed again once the DAPTC advice on liability for volunteers is received (possibly at the APM).

	District Councillor, Mr Nigel Dragon, reported the proposed increase in winter parking fees submitted by Officers of the District Council for the West Street car park has been turned down by the District Councillors at the last full Council Meeting.  The appeal on the planning application 6/2009/0468 – Green Island, Poole Harbour, Corfe Castle – Erect a replacement dwelling is to be considered shortly at the District Council offices by the Inspector from the Bristol based Planning Inspectorate [APP/B1225/A/09/2114191/WF].  The District Council is to consider its budget for 2010 at the Policy Group meeting on the following night.  An increase in the order of 2 to 2.5% is anticipated to keep within a possible 2.75% Government capping.  The recommendation to be put to the full Council in approximately two weeks time.  There is to be a presentation at Westport House on the works required for the proposed connection with Swanage - £3million is needed by the end of February to enable the signalling update to be part of the Network rail timetable.  The new signaling box at Corfe Castle is needed for the new link to Wareham.  The District Council is currently considering exception sites under its Core Strategy consultation.

	Sustainable Communities Act Amendment Bill: Please lobby your MP for support - Great news! - we were successful in seeing the Sustainable Communities Act Amendment Bill introduced into Parliament - Alistair Burt MP has agreed to adopt it as his Private Members’ Bill in December last year. Alistair was particularly impressed with new powers for Parish and Town Councils contained in the Bill. Thank you very much for your help in making this happen.  Since then we have been doing well: Over 260 MPs have already sign Early Day Motion 143 in support of the Bill and our negotiations with government Ministers and officials have so far been constructive.   However, we face a very tight time frame with the election due in May. We need more MPs to sign up and we need all MPs to urge the government to give the Bill the Parliamentary time it needs to become law. The Bill’s Second Reading is set for Friday 26th February and we will need government support by then.
