	3.1
	Re March Item 4.1 – Road Safety Matters
Recent History with DCC:-

(a) Meeting with Mr Andrew Ackerman and Tim Westwood from DCC,  Barry Ashdown and Iain Leslie from the Police, the Chairman, Cllr Dragon and Clerk on Tuesday 18th August.  No decisions taken, more research at their end and further discussions before any action.  Any future action by CCPC on this subject to be an agenda item.  

(b) Mr Steve Howard of DCC assigned to sort out Corfe Castle traffic matters.  He along with Richard Stubbs and Andrew Brown met with Cllr Dragon and the Clerk on Wednesday 21st October.  of DCC.  Further meeting on Wednesday, 16th December Meeting – Mr Howard, Mr Burt and Clerk.
(c) DCC update resulting from closed Parish Council Meeting on Thursday, 16th December Meeting – Mr Howard, Council Members
(1) Parking including verge parking to 24-41 and 90-124 East Street.  DCC have a proposal for staggered all year parking along East Street which could alleviate the verge parking problem in the area outside numbers 90-124 East Street south of the Library and would also replace the seasonal parking with small groups of all year parking up to just past Why Jewellers – still no confirmation that this proposal is acceptable to colleagues.  No similar proposal for the area outside numbers 25-41 East Street.  Councillors discussed the proposal at the March Meeting and there were reservations about the practicality of so much parking and its effect on the flow of traffic through East Street.

The original options for resolution (DCC letter 3rd August 2009) were apparently not known to Mr Howard.  The letter from Mr Ackerman provided two options as follows :-

“If the Parish Council supports the parking of vehicles on the verge in the areas of 25-41 and 90-124 East Street, and the Police have no objections to this parking, we have two options:

Option 1; Remove the seasonal Single Yellow Line outside 90-124 and the Double Yellow Lines outside numbers 25-41. This would regularise the current arrangement but will require an amendment to the relevant Traffic Regulation Order and formal public consultation;

Option 2: Designate the areas as permitted parking areas. This will also require an amendment to the relevant Traffic Regulation Order and formal public consultation.

I would be grateful for comments from the Parish Council on the above options and look forward to hearing from you.” 

As a result of drawing Mr Howards attention to the letter he conceded the verge parking outside 90-124 could be accommodated albeit without the use of traffic cones which are illegal.  However, he still insists the verge parking outside 25-41 can not be accommodated because of the crossing zig zag markings.  At the March Meeting, Councillors discussed the history of the crossing - installed some 15 - 20 years or so ago after the 1992 Board of Inquiry into the Railway Norden proposals right next to two junctions (against DCC policy).  However, resident parking on the verge would have occurred from much earlier in that century.  Members again suggested that the 1960 maps which Mr Howard insists are the definitive test of whether land is highway could well be incorrect in both cases.  The Council was grateful for the History Group research into the area outside 25-41 to see if they were front gardens originally (subsequently hard surfaced by residents for their personal use as ownership of motor cars became widespread).  The Minutes of the 13th July 2009 Meeting when the DCC measures to stop verge parking were first communicated to residents show from the Public Half Hour : “County Councillor Mike Lovell informed those present that the County Council would not be taking the matter any further if the Parish Council supports resident parking on the above areas.”  This the Parish Council has always done and it was confirmed in the Clerks letter back to Mr Ackerman on the 20th July - “I understand from Councillor Lovell at the last Parish Council Meeting and subsequent to that Meeting when speaking to Mrs Goodbody on the telephone that if the Parish Council supports the parking of vehicles on the verge in the areas 25-41 and 90-124 East Street then any possible action regarding parking infringement will be dropped.  The Parish Council does support the retention of parking in these areas and does so request the matter be arranged that no further action is taken by County Council officers.”  Nothing was changed from that original request by the subsequent meeting with Messrs Ackerman and Westwood on the 18th August 2009.  The Council had expected Mr Howard to advise on which was the best of the two alternative options provided in the letter.  They realise this could conflict with his own initiative, training and understanding of current policy but this still should have formed part of his original deliberations prior to his recent meeting with the Parish Council.  

Letter sent to DCC on the 15th March reaffirming CCPC decision already made in the letter to DCC on the 20th July 2009 and suggest that DCC carry out their proposal as set out in their letter of the 3rd August 2009 using whichever option causes the least inconvenience to those residents effected – NO RESPONSE SO FAR;

Nothing on items (2) to (8) below this month (from DCC).
(2) Puffin or Pelican crossing o/s the School – crossing o/s the school approved but which sort not determined yet; Pelican crossing could happen within a few years as the expense is less whereas the puffin would take an indefinite period due to cost.  Criteria to be met

Councillors have received complaints about the upgraded lights to the old crossing outside Clealls.  The new  lights are difficult to see from both directions depending on the daylight conditions;
(3) DCC will not provide 20 mph zones because of cost, signage mess, low speed anyway etc – confirmed again;

(4) Possible keep clear zone o/s Station Road – DCC are not supporting this due to appearance although technically feasible.  Last month (February 2009) correspondence item 32 (East St crossing refurbishment and enhancement) prompted the Clerk to ring DCC and speak to Mr Rob Perry.  He said any other markings are not legal where there are zig zag markings for the crossing but he would speak to Mr Howard about the possibility of coloured surfacing (Conservation Area implications) outside the junction.  Mr Howard had not spoken to Mr Perry and the matter has not progressed.
(5) DCC will not provide double yellow lines on both sides of West Street from the car park entrance to the exit – confirmed again;

(6) DCC proposal for removing yellow plaques on walls – Mr Howard confirms these small parking signs will disappear but subject to funding– confirmed again;

(7) Church Knowle Lay-by - signage to stop camper vans (not hot food sellers) is approved in principle by DCC – A Traffic Regulation Order will be required.  Mr Howard suggested other ways of stopping the hot food sellers should be used;

and a non resident request:-
(8) DCC thoughts on the request to the PC that the Studland turn has traffic lights to stop the queues from the beach in the Summer – this will involve a lot of investigation and will best be done in the Spring/Summer– not discussed;

Reg Spiller Memorial Slabs – slabs now mostly fixed (around the Eddie Holland Memorial Seat) – Richard Spiller had his men do the work just before Gerry Burden went there to make a quote.
Grit Bins – several residents requested grit bins during the bad weather.  Mrs Ireland requests one in Kingston where West Street becomes the Encombe Road just after the Church;  Mrs Frost of Springwood wants one towards the top of West Street, CC and Mrs Lancaster wants one for the Square, CC.  Mrs Ford wants one for Halves Cottages.  

DCC require the sites to be approved by them prior to bins being deployed.  The bright yellow plastic grit bins require concrete bases that have to be bolted to the bins.  This will require a proper application to DCC if the Council wish to proceed.  DAPTC advice now received – see item 72 Council or volunteers would be held liable if grit application led to a problem even if no snow/ice was cleared !  Item placed in the CVN last month explaining how the Council has decided not to proceed with the introduction of grit bins.

DCC has just provided a quote for this year - £1,409.78.  See Financial Matters.

See March Minutes for discussion with Mr Laurie Clark who attended the last Meeting – See Amy Jeenes of the National Trust e-mail [correspondence item 125].  This does not progress matters covered in the earlier discussions with regard to the Council being unnecessarily the middleman when the NT manages land adjacent in the same field and down the road.  Still no answer to the basic question of whether the NT will provide allotments if the Council pulls out of the licence agreement.  Councillors discussed the need to complete the negotiations between the Council and the Nation Trust (Mr Laurie Clark wanting it resolved by the end of July).

The Clerk has send out Garden Agreements for this year but with the proviso that plot holders should not anticipate being able to crop produce after 29th September.  Garden Agreements require payment of £5 rent by the 20th April.  Headlease due for review by the 29th September (£400 suggested by NT) so there will only be around 5 months of productive tenancy available for plotholders if the headlease is surrendered this year (2010/2011).  There will be no rent paid by the Council to the National Trust (currently £51.30) and a very small income of £35 from the plot holders to the Council.  

Five plot holders have paid for their plots so far with two more expected before the deadline.

	Mr Michael Bune of 118 East Street.  When matters relating to our Highway arose last year, I engaged in some lengthy correspondence with Mr. Tony Burt the Technical Officer of Dorset County Council. The exchange ended with his letter of 27th August 2009. He sent a copy to you. If you do not have copies of my earlier correspondence with Mr. Burt then I can set this right.  I felt it safer at the time to disregard Mr. Burt's last letter because it wreaked of platitudes and condescension. I was unhappy that my reply would have been less than polite.  Maybe I should have put my questions via the CCPC? Anyway, now is my chance to put that right and ask some questions in a cool, calm and collected fashion! I think that you might say that I should attend the 
public part of your meetings but for some time now that has not been possible for me although I did manage to get to the Public Meeting last year.
1) While some people affected by proposed parking restrictions were circulated last year, we at 118 and others were not. Have there been any further developments regarding our Highways about which we should be aware? My concerns are not just for myself and my neighbours but for the whole of our village.
2) Is there any question about the County Council's claim over the boundaries adjacent to our properties? How for instance is it that our diminutive strip of garden appears in their County Council's records as part of the highway? How does this come about? Does this mean that the 
lawn that slopes down from Moreton's House is also part of the highway and thus under DCC control?
3) Why does DCC bang on about the highway being bequeathed to the National Trust and is therefore not in the ownership of the DCC.? Is the National Trust another party to our Highway problems?
4) If the stone pathways in their entirety are within the authority of the DCC and owned by other parties, then who is responsible for their maintenance? If the highway extends to the outside walls of our homes, then who is responsible for the shrubbery?
5) Apparently, the "events leading to the current situation" were because the "Parking Services Manager  attended a PACT meeting in November  [2008]  " but no minutes were produced by her or anyone else nor is it known who attended. Would anyone like to comment on what Mr. Burt contends? Do we have contact with the Parking Services Manager?
6) According to Mr. Burt, the March meeting was apparently instigated by the Police Safer Neighbourhood Officer because of the "numerous complaints he had received about parking" and so that he could "gauge the feelings of local residents". I think that was a meeting I did not attend but at the later meeting in response to the proposed enforcement action, I do not recall him mentioning "numerous complaints" nor do I remember the Parking Services Manager being there. Was she invited and, if so was she there?
7) "On an almost daily basis "Parking Services" receive complaints about infringements to existing regulations." While I think many would question the legality of DCC's claim to areas of highway and thus authority, I think that this is the nub of the problem for those at the blunt end of the enforcement of the regulations. They are told that there are complaints but no more. They are not told the nature of the complaint nor the numbers of complainants or the legitimacy of the complaints. They are not told who is complaining and I do not mean names and addresses. Is it for instance passing tourists, elderly and/or infirm pedestrians, The National Trust, the Police? Are the complaints truly just about a few properties who are fortunate to have a parking space outside their homes? I would guess that the greater part of the residents of the Village of Corfe Castle have off-street parking of some kind or another and I do not think that it is right that suddenly people should suddenly have what they perceived as their rights removed as a result of anonymous and unquantified complaints.I am sure that there are procedures in place to deal with those complaints but they are not passed on to the individuals involved, as far as I am aware and so no defence can be made. It is not just ambulances and other service vehicles that park in a way that blocks free passage but for good reason.
8) Of course there are Highway problems. Everyone living along East Street is aware of those problems and it is my belief that everyone takes extra care as as a result. I have never seen anyone park inconsiderately except on one occasion when a car that I did not recognise had nearly blocked the pathway. There was still room for a wheelchair to pass but it was a bit tight but not so tight as some parts of the East Street highway that have not been singled out for DCC attention. This apparent mis-balance in thrust by the DCC leads to mistrust and speculation as to whose interests are being served. Certainly not the much put upon residents of East Street.
9)The Highway Problems are all to do with ever increasing traffic and the fact that Corfe with its bends and narrow thoroughfare cannot cope. Put time and money into resolving that issue and all other problems will flitter away. How about making the whole of the Purbecks combustion engine free and giving incentives to those with true horse power ;-)
I have to finish by saying that my admiration and respect goes out to all those on the Corfe Castle Parish Council. I think we are blessed by having people such as yourselves to give up their time for the rest of us and have to put up with lengthy burble such as mine above!
