PUBLIC HALF HOUR

Cllr Green spoke to the Council on behalf of Mr Hunt in respect of a burned out Chinese lantern that landed in his garden during the night (from the Bank Holiday Saturday).  Mr Hunt was very concerned at the potential for harm these flying devices have.  The Chairman corroborated this as she had a lantern land in her barn (full of sheep) that could easily have set it alight.  The Council decided to find out where they came from.

Mr Michael Bond spoke about the nomination for the vacant Trustee place on the Corfe Castle Charity.  He suggested the Council should nominate Mr Gordon Richards who is the Pastor at the Congregational Church as the replacement for Mrs Marie Pope who stepped down as Trustee recently.  Marie Pope replaced David Foot who was previously Pastor.  

Mr Bond produced a plan showing land that he owned which he considered suitable for local housing.  This arose out of the District Council consulting with Parish Councils over the need for settlement extensions to provided more housing.  The plans will be used in discussions with the District Council over the future provision of homes for local people.

Mr Roy Ford addressed the Council again as the Chairman of the Corfe Castle Allotment Association (CCAA).  He was unhappy that the Council was not replying to his letters and that allotment plot 4 was still not in use.  Mr Ford suggested the Association would pay the rent of £120 on the 29th September and was ready to manage the allotments under the guidance of Mr Cavill of the National Society of Allotments and Leisure Gardeners.  He thought the recent four way agreement would be approved by the Committee of the CCAA.  He was still adamant the Parish Council should fulfil its obligation to provide allotments.  There was some discussion of the land that showed on his map as being allotments in the past in the near vicinity of the current Parish Allotments.

	Re May Item 7.1 – Road Safety Matters
[For Recent History with Dorset County Council (DCC) see the April Minutes which provide full detail.  Last Meeting with DCC was the closed Parish Council Meeting on Thursday, 16th December Meeting – Mr Howard, Council Members]

(1) Parking including verge parking to 24-41 and 90-124 East Street
There have not been any further developments this month regarding the verge parking in East Street.  The Council will wait to see if Dorset County Council takes any further action and react accordingly if it does.
(2) Puffin or Pelican crossing o/s the School 

Crossing o/s the school approved but which sort not determined by DCC yet;

The Parish Council has raised concerns about the refurbished crossing outside Clealls shop with the County Council.  Residents report the newly offset position of the lights means they are not always visible to traffic coming up the hill.  DCC have   requested more information on the problems with the refurbished crossing.  Councillors Green and Dragon volunteered to speak to the DCC Officer about the perceived problems.

Councillors discussed the reported (hearsay) ticketing of parked vehicles in the Church Knowle Road Lay-by.  As this is an area known to be not enforced at a fairly high level within DCC, an enquiry to be made to see if it has happened.

A burger van had appeared for one day.  Cllr Dragon had spoken to the proprietors and the van did not appear again.

	Re May Item 7.3 – Playground Matters 

Fence to the Playground – Phil Stuckey (National Trust Warden) previously confirmed ownership of land as Trust and was generally in support of the fencing proposal.  See Amy Jeenes [corr. item 150] suggests the proposal would be dependant on reaching an agreement with the neighbours that they shore-up the (their) wall and cut back the leylandii prior to fencing.  The National Trust would also require some sort of written agreement with the neighbours that any fence erected does not denote the true boundary between the properties.  Mrs Van Lelyveld was at the Meeting and informed the Council that they are taking advice before responding to the proposal.

Cllr Green (playground safety inspections this month) reported the swings not level in the playground.  Upon investigation it turned out the bolts supporting the swing chains were very corroded and need replacing.  This will be done as soon as possible.  See Financial Matters.

	Re May Item 7.5 – Allotments 

Councillors discussed the Parish allotments with a view to finalising the arrangements with the allotment holders, the Corfe Castle Allotment Association and the National Trust.  Councillors Green and Windsor were involved in several meetings with all the other parties and were able to report to the Council that many issues had been resolved and agreed (subject to ratification).  Significant progress had been made, enough to satisfy many of the different parties demands.  The future of the allotments has been guaranteed in their current form, the day to day management of the allotments will be carried out by the new Allotment Association, the level of rent to the allotment holders is not now an issue, the detail of permitted buildings, water storage and machinery on site is resolved, the landlords will allow deer/rabbit fencing to protect crops and will also initiate better access for the allotment holders.  The Allotment Association is in the process of becoming affiliated to the National Society of Allotments and Leisure Gardeners.  The South West representative, Mr Alan Cavill, has been involved in the negotiations and the Society will be continuing to provide helpful advice to both the Association and the National Trust.
After much deliberation the Chairman proposed a vote on whether to change the current policy on the allotments to one of remaining between the Allotment Association and the National Trust.  The Councillors voted as follows: 2 for the motion, 4 against the motion and the remainder abstained.  Therefore, the motion was defeated and the existing policy of stepping out of the chain of tenure continued. 

The lease to the Parish Council will finish on the 29th September this year so that the National Trust can deal directly with the Allotment Association who will be undertaking all the functions formerly performed by the Council.  Council Members were pleased to hear there may well be an opportunity to create more allotments adjacent the existing eight in the near future for other residents to enjoy.  A letter giving notice to quit to be sent to both the landlord and the sub-tenants.

	Re May Item 7.8 – Litter Bins - Castle Entrance and Playground  

See correspondence items 114 and 160 in respect of the removal of the Parish Council double litter bin outside the National Trust reception by Mrs Jennings in her February car accident and the request by Purbeck District Council to replace the corroded liners to the two round concrete bins outside the Playground.  Mrs Jennings wanted to know the cost of the replacement litter bins so she can consider whether to pay for these herself.  All the litter bins except the above three items have been provided by Purbeck District Council and supplied by Wybone.  

See corr. Item 210 for the replacement double bin cost  - £315.68 plus shipping £25.93 plus VAT.  This totals £341.61 plus VAT [£401.39].  The Council to  purchase the new litter bin after receiving a cheque from Mrs Jennings so that she would be saved the cost of the VAT.

See corr. Item 205 for the replacement liners cost - £55 plus shipping £10.66 each plus VAT.  This totals £131.32 plus VAT [£154.30] for the two replacements needed.

Mrs Jill Jackson of Purbeck District Council (PDC) confirmed (to the best of her knowledge) that these three litter bins are the only ones owned by the Parish Council.  PDC have no ongoing programme for repairing litter bins due to their current budget problems.  Many litter bins have no wooden flaps and sometimes, for example, the playground bin adjacent the Youth Shelter has only one bin liner for the double bin casing as well as most of the woodwork missing.  Mrs Jackson informed the Clerk that the double bin (adjacent the Post Office) in the Square is to be removed (and taken back to their depot for deployment elsewhere) and will be replaced by a recycle/litter bin (picture supplied by PDC).  PDC have been asked if the bin to be replaced could be moved to the Castle Entrance, even if only on a temporary basis.

	Re May Item 10 – Zone 7 WindFarm Area  

An area known to the Crown Estate as the Zone 7 WindFarm Area was first noticed by the Council in an article in the Spring 2010 “Dorset Review” magazine which is a publication from the Council for the Protection of England organisation.  The centre of the wind farm area will be just under 13 miles off the coast situated between the Isle of Wight and Portland.  It is not just proposed, the rights to develop the area were sold to a Dutch company called Eneco at the end of 2009.  They currently intend to develop 30% of the total zone area of approximately 179,000 acres (apparently this is equivalent to the size of Anglesey) and looks a lot bigger than the Isle of Purbeck on the map.  This will produce 900mw of power with first power output anticipated in 2016.  

Although the Council approves in principle of promoting renewable energy, it has concerns about the visual aspect of the wind farm and the power lines that could come in across the Isle of Purbeck.  There are many other possible issues including the effect on residents, wildlife and tourism.  There seems likely to be an impact on the Purbeck Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB), the Jurassic Coast, the National Sailing Centre (2012 Olympics) and Poole Harbour.  The Council has made a request for more detailed information about the turbines and the power lines from the Crown Estate (sent 3rd June 2010).

	County Councillor, Mr Mike Lovell, referred to the letter from Mr Ackerman (corr. Item 164, 29th April) and  was optimistic of a resolution to the remaining problems with the verge parking.  He reported the £3M cost of the signalling for the Swanage Railway line going to the cabinet at DCC for approval.  Apparently this will make £7M of savings on the cost if it is done later. 	District Councillor, Mr Nigel Dragon, reported on various matters:- 

(1) A squatter in the old cemetery produced complaints from residents but has since moved on;  

(2) There was an illegal motocross event on Kingston hill and registration numbers were taken; 

(3) Street cleaning by sweeping is a condition of the SITA contract with Purbeck District Council (PDC) so he will be chasing PDC officers over the condition of the Square;

(4) The recent Purbeck Transport Action Group meeting involved Swanage Railway and the County Council (DCC) and indicated costs could be £8M not £3M as suggested.  DCC have 5 to 8 diesel locomotives in storage for when the railway line is upgraded.  He has still not seen a business plan for the expenditure;

(5) He is not on the Licensing or Planning Committees now but is Vice Chairman of the full Council and on the Audit and Governance Committees.  The Chairman congratulated him on Vice Chairmanship position. Cllr Dragon can now take a full part in dealing with Planning matters – he was concerned that he was not notified as the local Member on the Burngate signage at the end of the village and that enforcement is snowballing with more and more matters being investigated;

(6) Roadside advertising in the form of “A” boards on a trailer in the Norden Park and Ride car park was removed at his insistence as it was blocking a cycleway.  Councillors wanted to write to the Purbeck Heritage Committee about the plethora of illegal roadside signage and its effect on the Purbeck Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

We have just completed our part of the CorFest celebrations and it has also been a successful evening on the Friday night with over 500 people coming in the evening to watch local schools perform.  On the Saturday, again we were lucky with the weather, Margaret Green put on a successful dog show and everything else seemed to go to plan.  We have not had time for detailed feedback before this report, on the surface, it would be definitely something we would be keen to do again as regarding opening the castle free for a local community event (providing it is not on a Bank Holiday!)

Property Business Plan – Laurie Clark presented the Purbeck Property Business Plan to the Parish Council before the council meeting.  Pippa commented the Purbeck Estate is now ring fenced so that all money raised goes back into the Isle of Purbeck.  The Purbeck Estate does not include Brownsea Island and the historical link to Kingston Lacey House has been severed in the new arrangement. David Walker, Homewatch - There is a problem in Corfe Castle which could easily cause an accident. I do not know whether it is a Police matter or a County Council matter ?  The Public Car Park in Corfe Castle has a Entrance and an Exit. The Entrance is approached by turning into a road from West Street, and the Exit leads back into West Street. There are houses opposite the Sports Pavilion. Some of the residents say they have the right to drive to their house by driving into the Car Park Exit for the 150 meters it takes to reach their houses. They do this because it is quicker and they do not have to slow down for the speed bumps as they would if they were using the Entrace to the Car park road. This means that inspite of the no entry signs facing West Street at the Car Park Exit cars are none the less travelling against the run of expected traffic on a narrow road which includes a corner, and usually at speed because they don't want to met anyone coming the other way !  May I have your opinion on this situation as I believe there is a danger to children on bicycles.

PC Barry Ashdown replies - This as far as I am aware this will be an offence. I will ask Iain or Becky to attend and speak to the residents and give suitable words of advice. If you are aware of any offending vehicles then we would like to know the registration numbers. If this is a persistent problem then maybe the matter could be brought to the Parish Council and an application be made to place one way collapsible road humps on the road to allow traffic only to exit the one way system. 	Copy letter from Amy Jeenes about discussions on the allotments.  As discussed, I have set out below the National Trust's main aims with regard to management of the allotments.  I enclose the pictures I showed you, which show the various waste, trailers and agricultural implements that are present at the allotments. We would like to see these removed from site.  We have no problem with each allotment holder having a shed and water butt, but would like to see all the other excess buildings and water butts removed. As you suggested, we may need to put a cap on the area for each allotment holder's shed and water butt, so that there is enough space to accommodate any new allotment holder's sheds and Water butts.  We do not want to see polytunnels being used if possible, as they are extremely visible. If they are being used to deter rabbits and deer then we can discuss the possibility of a deer/rabbit proof fence. Further to the consultation we now know where in the district local residents and businesses would like to see development and we are currently undertaking a new consultation to see where settlement extensions will be in Bere Regis, Lytchett Matravers, Swanage, Upton, Wareham and Wool. These settlement extensions should bring housing and community benefits and at Wareham or Swanage, potentially a new supermarket too.  The consultation has been prepared with the help of town and parish councils to get an idea of where they would prefer to see development. Similar to last autumn’s consultation, this one is a leaflet including a tear off, freepost questionnaire, but this time 5 different leaflets have been produced that are tailored to specific areas of the district: North West, North East, Central, South West and South East Purbeck. They will be delivered to households and businesses in these areas. All 5 are available at www.dorsetforyou.com/purbeck_consultation , the District Council offices, town council office, local libraries and some local shops, so should you wish to comment on different areas of Purbeck as well, you can.  The consultation period commences on 01 June 2010 and will run for a period of eight weeks closing on 30 July 2010.We will also be hosting road shows where you will be most welcome to come and speak informally to local members and planning officers. We will be inviting developers and landowners to come along and display proposals for their sites, giving an idea as to how they could be developed and what community benefits they could bring alongside if their site is chosen. Other Consultation Material - In addition, we are also consulting on a District Design Guide that will be used to assist in the design and delivery of development. It will advise on general principles, building materials, building details, conversions, biodiversity and trees. Linked to this is a series of Townscape Character Appraisals of Bere Regis, Bovington, Corfe Castle, Lytchett Matravers, Sandford, Swanage, Upton, Wareham and Wool. They identify what contributes to a settlement’s character and local distinctiveness and will be useful references for the district council’s Development Control team when determining planning applications. They are also available for your comments during the consultation period.  You may also be interested in looking at the Retail Impact Assessment which has been produced to investigate the potential impact of a new supermarket at Wareham on Wareham town centre and Swanage.  As settlement extensions at Wareham, Lytchett Matravers and Upton would require release of land from the Green Belt, an updated Green Belt review has been produced to assess whether developing different sites would be harmful to the functions of the Green Belt. Please let us know your thoughts; the consultation period for all these documents is the same as for the leaflet: 01 June 2010 to 30 July 2010.

	Play park no smoking sign from Bill Davidson, PDC - At the recent Town and Parish Clerks meeting here at Westport House I floated an idea about a sign for play parks, which met with general support. It is a simple sign with a simple message- ‘Be a role model. Please don’t smoke in our play park’. I attach that sign to this email.  My thought is for it to be offered to parishes and towns who have play parks (particularly swing parks for very young children) for them to attach to railings or wherever is suitable. There is no enforcement, no new rule; it is only about encouraging parents not to smoke in front of children in play parks thus helping to avoid recruiting children into smoking. You will note that the sign does not have the District Councils logo on it. This is deliberate as we don’t want it to feel like another rule imposed by the state.  For information, the legal ban on smoking only relates to enclosed spaces. I could provide information on the effects of second hand smoke on children but I don’t know of any research that shows a link between disease and smoking in the open air. So, this is not about directly avoiding health effects, but rather about avoiding recruiting kids into smoking. It is also true that many parents simply don’t want to have their children exposed to smoking in what should be a safe environment, such as a swing park. Annette Brooke is strongly behind this as an initiative.  The cost of the signs are around £10 each. I don’t have a budget for that and, if there was a good take up it could run into four figures. Individually, it would not be a large sum for each Town and Parish to pay for their own. So, what I’m proposing is that Towns and Parishes tell me if they want signs which they will pay for, and I will arrange for them to be made up and delivered.  I’d be grateful if you would get back to me, advising if you wish any signs. Please also give some thought to the look of the sign and what it says. I’m open to changing it if there are ideas out there. Please do bear in mind that the simpler the better and that means keeping words to a minimum. I will give it a couple of months (to give everybody a chance to discuss and decide) before firming up on price (depends on numbers!) and placing an order.  If you want a hard copy of the sign printed out and posted, please tell me and I’ll have that done.

The Charity Commission does not charge for any of its services to charities; it does not get involved in debt collection either directly or through contracting third parties to do so, and nor does it collect debt on behalf of charities.
You should immediately report these sorts of incidents to the police and the Charity Commission would also like to be informed where its name is being used for suspected fraudulent purposes. 
Our advice to charities is: When you speak to any member of staff from the Commission they will always be prepared to give their name, telephone number and email address.

	The Creative Census - A Week In Our World.  PDC e-mails information from Andrew Pastor of Village Voices.

Who am I?  I am the project manager for Village Voices, a voluntary group set up by villagers in Drimpton, west Dorset, in 1999. We are a small rural village, population c420, and over the years Village Voices has managed a wide range of social and arts-based activities to bring village people of all ages together, sharing skills and enthusiasms and having fun. In short we have ‘made stuff happen’. [There is an attachment for more information.]

Why am I contacting you?  I’m wondering if you can assist small rural communities across Dorset to join together in making a countywide project. 2011 is a national census year, when every one of us is to be counted. It’s a time to collect facts. But facts don’t give colour to our lives. They don’t make us ‘real’. They don’t present the many relationships between people and the places where we live.  So Village Voices is proposing a CREATIVE CENSUS for rural Dorset in 2011. At a time when there’s a general feeling that ordinary people are not listened to, the CREATIVE CENSUS is setting out to invite active communication, giving the opportunity to share thoughts, opinions, accounts and stories, to record audio and visual images of the realities of rural lives and places in 2011. The result will become A DIGITAL ARCHIVE FOR THE FUTURE.

Why is it important?  Families have treasured albums and boxes of papers; communities have their records stored away. Sifting through them we can visit the past lives of people and places. But what records are we making for the future? Today we are creating evidence of our lives every waking moment. We send emails, chat on social networking sites, upload images to YouTube. We text and blog. We are on our mobiles all the time. We photograph everything. We communicate all the time, but what we send or receive is treated by most of us like so much litter, to be discarded at a click. Deleted forever. All of this evidence is made by us intentionally. There are of course the trails we leave behind ourselves on CCTV. But only for a short while before they too are wiped clean. In short we are documenting our lives, but not in ways that will speak across the years to the future.

In response Village Voices has been in discussions with the Dorset History Centre who hold the county archives, with Mike Hoskin and Pat Pryor of DCC, and with Simon Thompson of DCA as well as members of  Local Area Partnerships among others. The CREATIVE CENSUS is our proposal. Our target is to recruit 27 small rural communities - each with a population of less than 2000 people - as partners.

How would the project work in each community? - a brief outline

-         a timetable is established after negotiation

-         £200 is made available to each community to enable an activity/activities in support of the record-making

-         each community is visited over a maximum 5-day period by the filmmakers to record what the community is offering – interviews, ‘show & tell’, images, events, activities, performance, music, writing, etc 

-         audio and visual material is uploaded to a designated website, both by the filmmakers and village participants

-         in due course each community receives an edited version of the filmed material. Final copies would be lodged at Dorset History Centre as part of the FUTURE ARCHIVE.

-         finally a feature-length film bringing together offerings from all of the participating communities would go ‘on tour’ to all those communities, and appear on The Big Screen on Weymouth seafront during the 2012 Olympics.
