PUBLIC HALF HOUR

Mr David King addressed the Councillors about the building of new houses in the period 2012 to 2026 which is the period currently being considered by Purbeck District Council (PDC).  He was concerned that the part of the District Council pamphlet concerning Corfe Castle indicated a need for sites on the edge of the village for thirty houses.  Councillors emphasised a commitment to building more affordable housing for local people but not in large numbers.  The Chairman confirmed to the Meeting that any proposal for a development of 30 dwellings (or more) on the edge of the village is not something that would generally be supported by the Parish Council.  Mr King was enthusiastic about the PDC Townscape document which was available in the library.  His second concern was the imminent triathlon bicycle sprinting which is due to come through the village on the 15th August.  Permission for these events comes from Dorset County Council.  Members decided to contact the County Council over this matter.

	Re June Item 3.1 – Road Safety Matters
[For Recent History with Dorset County Council (DCC) see the April Minutes which provide full detail.  Last Meeting with DCC was the closed Parish Council Meeting on Thursday, 16th December Meeting – Mr Howard, Council Members]

(1) Parking including verge parking to 24-41 and 90-124 East Street
There have not been any further developments this month regarding the verge parking in East Street.  The Council will wait to see if Dorset County Council takes any further action and react accordingly if it does.
(2) Puffin or Pelican crossing o/s the School 

The Councillors were pleased to hear the proposed pelican crossing outside the school has met the criteria and been approved. DCC estimate December/January construction if the public consultation stages are completed satisfactorily and the money that was approved is still there (this is the cheapest type of crossing).  Cllr Lovell said he would make enquires about this.

(7) Church Knowle Lay-by 

Signage to stop camper vans (not hot food sellers) is approved in principle by DCC – A Traffic Regulation Order will be required.  Mr Howard (DCC) suggested other ways of stopping the hot food sellers should be used.  The Council made a recent enquiry about the enforcement of the yellow lines at the lay-by.  This produced a response (corr. Item 152) from Mrs Anne-Marie Goodbody, Parking Services Manager – ‘I confirm that we do not enforce the gravel store lay-by in Church Knowle Road. However, we do enforce the yellow lines adjacent to the lay-by and this includes all parking on the grass verges’.

(9) Refurbishment of the existing Pedestrian Crossing outside Clealls Store

Problems with the refurbished crossing. The newly positioned lights seem to be not as visible as the previous lights.  Some residents have reported being unable to see them clearly in certain daylight conditions.  Mr Brad Taylor (DCC) spoke to Cllr Green about this.  The Clerk made enquiries about this and at the moment they do not propose to make any alterations.  However, Mr Mathew Williams (Mr Taylor’s boss) is willing to discuss the matter further (tel. 01305 224512) and/or meet on site with a representative of the Council.

(10) Parish Maintenance Unit
Councillors discussed the new Parish Maintenance Unit leaflet which identifies the new pattern of three visits per year.  These are in July, November and March.  Reports compiled by Councils can be e-mailed to PMU@dorsetcc.gov.uk .  Councillor Green said he would contact Ellen Jones at DCC to provide information.

(11) Castle Mound Pavement Weeds and Dirt
The matter of the build up of silt and weeds on the pavement at the bottom of the Castle mound has been referred to the County Council for their attention – report 356386.  Mr Blair Turner will be coming over to look at the problem shortly and estimates the work will probably be put in their work schedule for the end of the summer period.

	Re June Item 3.6 – Litter Bins - Castle Entrance and Playground  

(1) Double Litter Bin adjacent the National Trust Offices

The Clerk reported Mrs Jennings having referred the matter to her insurers because of the cost of the replacement litter bin.  See corr. Item 210 (last month) for the replacement double bin cost  - £315.68 plus shipping £25.93 plus VAT.  This totals £341.61 plus VAT [£401.39].  The insurers have now received a copy of the quote from Wybone (see corr. Item 256).

(2) Round Litter Bin Liners

See corr. Item 205 (last month) for the replacement liners cost - £55 plus shipping £10.66 each plus VAT.  This totals £131.32 plus VAT [£154.30] for the two replacements needed. The Clerk reported going to order these only to find the Council had been apparently under quoted for the shipping cost.  However, when the revised invoice was received it was a lower delivery charge and lower total (£148.16)!  However, as the Parish Council is a new customer it will have to send the cheque in advance of receiving the goods so that is before the Council in the Financial Matters.

(3) Replacement Of The Other Double Bin To The Square

The double bin to the Square (adjacent the Sign of Four) has not been removed and the promised replacement recycle/litter bin has been placed adjacent to the Castle Entrance by Purbeck District Council.  The Council was not informed of this and does not know if this is permanent.

Mr Clark mentioned 11 East Street having become vacant and that the Parish Council would be contacted regarding housing local people (cost permitting).  Councillors decided to contact the National Trust about the property.

	County Councillor, Mr Mike Lovell, appraised the Council of the savings to be made at the County Council - £7M this year and savings of £40-41M over the next three years.  Some targets and form filling will be reduced to save on administration.  The ring fencing of different monetary budgets will be taken off so that it can be spent sensibly.  There is some £16M to be spent on the Weymouth Transport Package.  The Housing consultation as part of the Regional Spatial Strategy is now dead because the Regional Development Agency is to go. 	Mr Bradley Taylor of DCC e-mails - Thank you for you query regarding the above crossing. I just have a few questions to help me understand exactly what the issues are:- 
Is it the pedestrians that's are finding difficult to see the Red Man / Green Man or the vehicles that are finding it difficult to see the signals heads?
Is this generally in one direction? E.g heading towards Swanage or towards Wareham?
Has it only been noticed in the day or both day and night?
Upon these answers I should be able to determine if their is a fault with these signals and how we can go about it.
If you wish to discuss these questions further please feel free to call me.

	Mr Steve Boyt of Purbeck District Council – 6/10/0218 – The Music Room, Woolgarston, Corfe Castle – Use building as an independent permanent dwelling. Certificate of Lawful Use - Existing.  PDC has refused a Certificate of Lawful Use, this was not based on the Parish Councils comments.  However, they anticipate a further application with additional evidence that “precisely and unambiguously demonstrates the claimed existing use is lawful.”  He then goes on to request the following within 15 days of the date of his letter to substantiate the Parish Councils comments:-

“According to local knowledge this building was always known as an art studio / games room.  Major works were carried out on it in 2002 and it was then let as holiday accommodation from 2003 under the name Music Room.  It is the Parish Councils belief that it has never been an independent building separate from the main property formerly known as Little Woolgarston Cottage and now known as Roffy House.”

1. Those persons with knowledge as to how the "Music Room" has been used (both in general terms and more specifically over the last ten years from the date of the certificate application);

2. The basis for the "belief that the "Music Room" has not been used as a dwelling house independently from "Roffy House" (by way of clarification the local planning authority is seeking evidential elaboration on the Parish Councils asserted "belief i.e. is this conclusion formed through observation of the buildings use from neighbours [if so you should indicate the location of any such neighbours with regard to the certificate application site, whether the observations was undertaken on a daily, weekly monthly or yearly basis, what was observed as well as details of any records which might substantiate these observations], access to the buildings interior etc);

3. A formalised commitment that those persons with knowledge of the lands use would be prepared to necessarily give their evidence under oath at public local inquiry, and be cross examined on this evidence, in the event that any subsequent further certificate application were refused by the local planning authority and subsequently appealed by the applicant.

	Mr Steve Shaw, National Co-ordinator, Local Works - promoting the Sustainable Communities Act. Firstly I have great news - the Sustainable Communities Act Amendment Bill was passed into law in the final days of Parliament before the General Election was called! It was your efforts in lobbying Ministers that helped achieved this victory, and it was an amazing achievement seeing the Bill made law given the very tight Parliamentary time frame. This means that the Sustainable Communities Act is now much more robust: guaranteed to be ongoing so that communities can continue to use it and also now formally including all Parish and Town Councils that wish to be involved. The proposals to reverse community decline and protect thriving communities made under the Act’s first round last year are now before the new government. It’s been nearly a year since they were submitted and there is therefore an urgent need for the government to deal with these proposals soon. To this end, a cross party group of MPs have introduced Early Day Motion 178 which urges the government to do so.  Please write to or email your MP asking them to ‘Please sign Early Day Motion 178 which urges the government to quickly deal with the Sustainable Communities Act proposals and please write the Minister, Greg Clark, urging him to deal with the Act’s proposals urgently.’

	Mr Peter Aston, PDC - Last November the Council decided to undertake a review of its electoral cycles with a preferred option, at that time, of moving from retirement by thirds to whole Council elections every 4 years from 2011.  A politically balanced Policy Development Panel of members has been assessing the case both for and against changes and a public consultation exercise on evidence-supported options will run between late July and late September.  Before going out to public consultation, the Panel was anxious that Parish & Town Councils should be up-to-speed and so two briefing sessions have been arranged to which I would like to invite clerks and chairmen (or their representatives).  The first briefing will be held in the Council Chamber at Westport House on Monday 5th July and (carefully avoiding the World Cup semi-finals) repeated on Thursday 15th July.  Each session will start at 7.00 and should last for about an hour.  It would be helpful if you could let me know if your Council will be represented.

I am on the Board of Synergy Housing group which includes Purbeck Housing Trust as one of its subsidiaries.  Synergy is one of the largest providers of affordable housing in the Wessex region in that we own and manage 9,200 homes which provide services to over 20,000 people.  Purbeck Housing Trust own 1,700 homes and in Corfe Castle we have 60 properties, including the 22 units at the Springwell Close sheltered housing scheme.  Purbeck Housing Trust acquired the housing stocks of Purbeck District council in 2004 following a successful ballot of tenants and we would be delighted to be considered as a possible partner with the Parish Council to develop the new homes you are considering.  Synergy would bring the design, construction and management experience to the programme as well as, most importantly, the funding possibility.  I would love the opportunity to present Synergy to the Parish Council, and bring along Amanda Williams, the Director of Business Development.  I know you meet on the second Monday of each month so perhaps we could be considered for the session at the start of the meeting on 9th August?  I look forward to hearing from you and you will find all the synergy Group details on www.synergyhousing.co.uk .

	Amy Jeenes, National Trust - I have now had the opportunity to ask our solicitors to look at your notice in conjunction with the lease dated 29th September 1985 between The National Trust and The Corfe Castle Parish Council and I hereby formerly accept the council's three month's notice to terminate the lease.  The lease will now terminate on 29th September 2010 at 23.59. I now hope to be able to negotiate a new agreement with the Allotment Association to commence on 30th September 2010.  As discussed on Friday, if you give me Rachel Fook's contact details then I can explain to her what security we can give her after 29th September 2010, so that she can make up her mind whether or not she wants to take on a plot or not at the moment.  With regard to new allotment plots, I'm afraid there are no firm plans for further allotments at the moment. When I met with the allotment holders and Parish Council, I stated that were the land adjacent to the present allotments and rented by Marcus Churchill to come back in hand, it would certainly be a suitable site to consider for further allotments. Marcus and I have subsequently spoken briefly about this and have agreed to discuss it in more detail when his current lease terminates this Autumn.

	Dorset County Councils Parish Maintenance unit currently visit your parish three times a year for a period of roughly 4 weeks. During their time in your area they are able to carry out any minor highway or footpath related repairs as highlighted on the enclosed list. 	Steve Dring, Planning Policy Manager, Purbeck District Council I have been contacted by Cllr Dragon regarding discussion at your recent Parish Council meeting about the Consultation on housing sites, in particular the reference to the possibility of 30 dwellings on the edge of the village. I believe much scratching of heads ensued on where that proposal came from. I will try and explain.  Last Autumn we had a response to our consultation from the PC saying that they would like some housing and the 4 dwellings we had identified was not enough.  I attended the PC’s AGM to discuss the different types of housing sites that we could consider. The ‘missing maps’ were discussed but there was no feedback as to what type of housing allocation would be suitable. I believe the Parish Council would like an exception site for 100% affordable housing, but that is dependent upon Mr Bond or the National Trust being able to provide land at limited value to themselves. The other option is a mixed tenure allocation with 50% affordable paid for by 50% open market housing.  As we couldn’t get a clear indication on what was deliverable and the PC is keen to have housing I decided to keep all options open by asking the question on the Swanage leaflet. If we hadn’t asked the question now then it is unlikely that we would be able to allocate them later. This gives us flexibility assuming that either landowner is not prepared to deliver an exception site for 100% affordable housing. The District Council has not made a commitment to build lots of new housing at CC, we have simply floated the question, should we?  I haven’t yet found time to approach Mr Bond or the National Trust.  I will of course provide you with feedback on the response to the question we have asked. At the moment there is overwhelming support (300ish) for a settlement extension from the 400 or so responses from SE Purbeck – however there is 4 weeks left of the consultation and we have yet to check what the response is by postcode – ie what CC residents think as that will be crucial, not what Swanage residents think!  I hope that provides some clarity to the PC’s concerns. Please contact me if you would like further information.

From the road junction to Church Knowle, the pavement running below the castle toward the Square is a disgrace, weeds of every description is growing out from the base of the stone wall that retains the slope of the castle, this includes elderberry bushes which before long will completely take over the pavement.  The grounds of Boar Mill, which I believe belongs to the Trust, is overgrown and again, just reflects the bad management along that part of Corfe Castle.  The verge opposite this pavement and runs along the stream, is overgrown with grass and ragwort, although the householder of the cottage there, takes a pride in his sloping garden and land on his side of the stream, they must despair at the state of it.  After visiting a lot of historic places in this country, I believe this must be one of the worst entrances to any village of this kind.  If this is the responsibility of Dorset County Council, then surely they should have pressure put upon them to do something about tidying it up.  I look forward to hearing from you.
