	Re December Item 3.1 – Road Safety Matters
[For Recent History with Dorset County Council (DCC) see the April Minutes which provide full details of items (1) to (8).  Last Meeting with DCC was the closed Parish Council Meeting on Thursday, 16th December 2009 Meeting – Mr Howard, Council Members]

(1) Parking including verge parking to 24-41 and 90-124 East Street
Still nothing regarding the verge parking in East Street.
(2) Zebra crossing o/s the School 

DCC (Mr Simon Bendell) confirm the proposed Zebra crossing outside the First School has not received any objections.  His colleagues confirm the money will be spent this financial year and construction should start in early March, weather permitting.  Councillors were very pleased to hear this in view of the news on the School Crossing Patrol(see below).

(7) Church Knowle Lay-by
Signage to stop camper vans (not hot food sellers) is approved in principle by DCC – A Traffic Regulation Order will be required.  Councillors discussed correspondence item 25 - Mr Tony Burt of DCC acknowledges the favourable response to his proposals (prohibition and restriction of waiting on that part of the Church Knowle Road which contains the lay-by from the junction with the A351 to as far as the Rings.  The proposals will restrict the overnight use of the main lay-by and other lay-by west of the Vinyard Bridge) from the Parish Council.  He comments that he is still waiting to hear from Mike Lovell and is anxious to move it on before any more financial axes fall.  Cllr Lovell said he would look into the matter immediately.

The Clerk has registered a ‘Clarence’ type highway report  [375619] requesting action to build up the banks on the lay-by to make them safe as requested by Members previously.

School Crossing – Councillors discussed correspondence item 22 concerning the withdrawal of the school crossing patrol funding. The only alternatives will be providing funding or volunteers but see crossing above.

Pay And Display for the Square – The Council informed DCC last year that it is not and has not ever supported pay and display in the village.  The Members were appraised of correspondence item 24 from Tony Mackle at DCC – he is surprised the PC was not supporting this proposal.  Mr Mackle will talk to the Chamber of Trade and Commerce about the idea (they suggested it at the PDC Parking Meeting in November 2010).

	Re December Item 3.4 – East and West Street Toilets 

East Street Toilets – Councillors discussed correspondence item 20 (As a result of the National Trust asking Purbeck District Council to formerly consult with the Parish Council on the East Street toilets).  The District Council are adamant they will not pass them to the Parish Council or the Town Trust for a token payment but they are working from a District Valuer valuation of £30,000 back in 2007 !  That valuation was based on a change of use (needing a change in the lease terms from the National Trust and to give themselves planning permission for another use).  Mrs Jacquie Hall to provide us with more background on the valuation (what use was assumed and how was demand proven), the rates payable and the Ombudsman compensation to the Town Trust.  Mrs Hall thought the compensation awarded by the Ombudsman was refused by Cllr Wollaston (Chairman of the Town Trust at the time of the complaint).  Cllr Wollaston said he did so on the basis the District Council would get on with transferring the toilets to the Town Trust.  The Parish Council decided it remains interested in the toilets as they could be a valuable asset to the village if they can be realised at low cost.  The information received so far to be passed on to the Town Trust.  The Clerk has already spoken to Suzanne Hume (current Chairman) and they would be interested if there was little cost despite having already made some other storage arrangements.

	COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORT
	

	
	County Councillor, Mr Mike Lovell, reported on various matters:-

The County Council is still having to find a three year saving of £50M as reported last year.  There have not been any finance meetings since 2010.

He said many farmers have been provided with grit to store for use in bad weather.  Problems with using red diesel and insurance for delivering it  has been resolved.  Mr Laurie Clark of the National Trust was allowed to make a suggestion at this point.  He referred to the very difficult conditions in the recent freezing weather. Particularly in the Square the stone surfaces were treacherous and he saw many residents slip over.  Forecasters indicate there may be more freezing weather before the Spring. He discussed the matter with the Councillors and they agreed a joint proposal to store some County Council salt in a National Trust barn so that the one tonne bags can be distributed by tractor to the worst affected areas around both of the villages, when it is needed. This scheme may rely on residents and traders being prepared to spread the salt after it has been distributed.  The proposal to be put to the County Council officers for their consideration.

Cllr Lovell said the Library Service would be making an offer to the twenty libraries listed for withdrawal of funding.  Cllr Jenkins replied, the Village Hall Committee was making legal preparation for dealing with the proposal if the County Council intended to stop providing a library service in the village.  Cllr Jenkins to provide the Clerk with the e-mail address of Tony Speed of the Friends of the Library so he can forward e-mails from the support organisation being arranged on behalf of the affected libraries.

	Cllr Green led the Council through the budget proposals on behalf of the Finance Committee [Each Member received a copy of the recommended budget document].  The proposal was for no increase over last year.  The Council finances are healthy and this will still allow the Playground Equipment Reserve to be increased to £10,000 in order to allow replacement of the Multiplay equipment and £2,000 for the new Special Events Fund which is currently aimed at the Queens Diamond Jubilee in 2012.  However, it does not allow for the other Earmarked Reserves to be increased.  Councillors decided the budget proposals are a positive reaction to the current financial outlook and will be able to manage without an increase in the Precept.  The Council resolved to accept the proposed budget for next year together with the Precept required - £20,900.

	Cllr Wollaston copies the Council in on his e-mail his views on the Core Strategy Paper to PDC –  Although so much time, effort and cost  has been expended on the Plan I feel that given the facts of, a change in emphasis by the new Coalition Government and the economic crisis facing the country there should be a short interim policy to meet Planning Laws in order to give time for Parish Councils to reassess needs after full consultation with their respective communities.

In regard to the plan itself I feel much of the data on which it has been structured is itself out of date and the near obsession to build low cost housing has overlooked the evidense that in the past 30 years it has been the influx of retired persons who have provided the cash flow to local industries and tradesmen. In many cases it is the retired community who have organised and supported local groups. The demand for retirement properties far exceeds that for second homes and is a reason why house values in the area have remained high. There is a need to sustain this growth in at least equal proportion to low cost developments which also requires more specific definition. Historically our children leave home to follow a chosen career especially from rural areas where there is no work. Over the next decade Broadband and alternative energy developments may change this fact but higher incomes will enable buyers to pay the market rate for houses. To fill the area with low cost housing  before providing work opportunities is to increase the burden on housing subsidy and income support.

Dramatic changes in Education and Healthcare unforeseen during the formulation of Parish Plans  also demand a rethink of developments. This is particularly true for Corfe Castle and nearby communities who use these sevices. Corfe Castle is the logical hub for Kingston,Church Knowle,Furzebrook,Kimmeridge,and Steeple all covered by the Corfe Valley News.

Finally the key to any development is the Transport Infrastucture. Expansion in Swanage will add to the traffic congestion in Corfe Castle and Wareham.  Swanage should reconsider its potential as a Marina and notwithstanding Natural Englands objections the logical expansion for both housing and industry around Wareham is Holton Heath.

	Alan Davies, Development Control Manager, Purbeck District Council -  Thank you for the comments from the Parish. I hope this is of assistance.

	PDC – Christmas and New Year waste and recycling collections in Purbeck. With Christmas fast approaching, Purbeck residents are being reminded that some waste and recycling collections will start early over the festive period. Collection days remain unchanged in the district, but collections will start at 6am on Monday 27 December, Tuesday 28 December and Monday 3 January. Full details of the collection arrangements can be found on residents’ recycling calendars or by visiting www.dorsetforyou.com/recycling.  Information regarding any delays caused by adverse weather will also be available on the web page. Much of the extra waste generated at Christmas can go in the recycling bins, including envelopes; paper wrapping; glass bottles jars (including pickle jars); food and drink cans; aerosol cans (including “squirty” cream cans); light card boxes (not corrugated); and textiles, including unwanted soft toys and handbags. Christmas trees and corrugated cardboard can be taken to the local Household Recycling Centres at Panorama Road, Swanage and Westminster Road, Wareham. An additional bag of refuse can be put out for collection with the wheelie bin on the first waste collection after Christmas.  Extra recycling can be placed in small bags and placed next to the recycling box.

Councillors thought PDC had done a good job overall in view of the weather and that they should be congratulated on doing such.

You may recall that four years ago or so when Corfe Castle was one of 13 libraries threatened with closure, several meetings took place to review the situation and put pressure on the County Council to change their minds.  It succeeded, and we are all still here - for the moment.  The present situation is rather different and much more disturbing so it is likely that meetings will be held in the New Year to try to find a way of ensuring that our libraries remain open. It would be most useful, I think, if someone from Corfe Castle was able to attend.  Perhaps you or a representative. Would you care to think about that and let me know reasonably soon who that person is (if not you!), with their email address and telephone number? We can then make sure that you are kept well in the picture.

	Bill Davidson, General Manager- Environmental Services, PDC – Dear Councillors and Clerks, as you will all be aware that there are delays and disruptions to waste and recycling collections across the District. We are advising people to leave waste and recycling out and we will catch up. We have extra lorries out and are reaching most areas of the District. Most residents who have been missed are only one day behind, but the crews are not working over the Christmas weekend, so anyone missed tomorrow will not receive a collection till Monday. Some areas (e.g. Morden, Bloxworth, Lytchett Martavers, Bere Regis and parts of Upton) remain too icy to collect from and the residents there will suffer even greater delays. We will keep trying, but there is no sign of a thaw this side of Christmas. Many residents are understanding, even supportive, but some are angry. Some residents living in areas that were hardly affected by snow and ice are surprised that their collections are delayed- not realising that other parts of the District were hit very hard. So it is important to get the message out to residents in all areas, and I'm hoping you might be able to help with that! Attached is a pdf of a poster that I hope you can print off and put where it can be seen locally, e.g. in Parish notice boards. I'm sure you know where it can go better than I. I also attach some words below, which would be suitable for emails. I am updating the Council website with more info and FAQ, but over the holidays people might become increasigly annoyed if they cannot get the information they need. 	Alan Davies e-mails the PC – With regard to the Caravan Site, Mr Boyt and I visited on the 23rd December and spoke with the occupant of the caravan – he was aware that the wardens caravan should be removed from the site from December to end of January, however, he explained he was remaining on site for security reasons in order to keep an eye on all the materials and equipment associated with the new reception building currently under construction.  In deciding whether to take action against such breaches, regard must be had to the actual harm occurring – in this instance, whilst here was a technical breach of the planning condition, even the immediate serving of a notice that day would have allowed the caravan to remain until the end of January. The Condition is placed upon the approval not to prevent harm by way of noise and disturbance to the occupiers of nearby properties but more to prevent a permanent residential occupation of the site establishing itself over a long period of time.  In order for the condition to have no effect, he will need to breach the requirements for a period of ten consecutive years – the current breach does not nullify the requirements for the future, and the aims of the condition remain intact.  We are writing to him explaining this must be a “one off” occurrence and must not occur again.  I hope this explains the situation.
