PUBLIC HALF HOUR

Mr Brian Dragon (son of Councillor Dragon) asked the Council why his taxed and insured car parked in Station Road was given an abandoned sticker at the request of one of the Corfe Castle Councillors.  Councillor Haywood said she had contacted the District Council at the request of a resident.  Councillor Dragon has a list of all the permit holders in Station Road and it was decided any future enquiry would be referred to him. 

Mr Steve Clarke, owner of The Gallery at 41 East Street and new Chairman of the Corfe Castle Chamber of Trade and Commerce introduced himself to the Councillors.  He referred to various matters and that he was looking forward to working with the Council in the future

Mr Bill Taylor of Digital UK attended the Parish Council again to update residents and Councillors on the impending switch from analogue to digital television which will effect Corfe Castle starting on the 7th March 2012 and finishing on the 21st March 2012.  All analogue television broadcasting will be switched off by the second date.  If residents currently have a good analogue signal then the new service will be available using their current aerial.  All that is needed to receive the minimum 15 freeview channels, including the current four main channels, is a digital ready television or the addition of a freeview box to your analogue only television.  If you currently receive poor reception then it is likely to improve at switchover when the power of the digital signal will be increased.  Only if your aerial is in poor condition do you need to think about replacing it.  Mr Taylor said the Rowridge transmitter has been replaced with a new mast and is technically the most impressive in the country.

The digital transmission will start at Rowridge around 4 to 5am in the morning and the other subsidiary masts will be a few hours later.  If your television is of the flat screen type then you should be digital ready and may have the little red freeview logo on it to confirm that.  However, if you have one of the older cathode ray tube sets (the traditional bigger bulky televisions), you will probably require one of the freeview boxes.  All that is required is for you to tune in the digital stations using the television or freeview box remote.  It should take only 3 to 4 minutes to tune in the new digital signals automatically.  Apparently, residents may be able to access over 40 new stations.  Mr Taylor suggests retuning the television from time to time during the year as more changes are implemented.  Any residents currently receiving television signals by satellite will be unaffected.  Similarly, the analogue radio service will carry on and is not affected by the television changes.

Various Councillors and residents asked questions of Mr Taylor and were given answers.  Mr Taylor said he would be happy to receive any further questions after the Meeting via the Clerk.

	3.1
	Re November Item 3.1 – Road Safety Matters
[For Recent History with Dorset County Council (DCC) see the April 2010 Minutes which provide full details of items (1) to (8).  Last Meeting with DCC was the closed Parish Council Meeting on Thursday, 16th December 2009 Meeting – Mr Howard, Council Members]  The following notes always cover (1 – due to the importance and sensitivity for residents) but only cover active items under (2) to (8) as mentioned above:-

(1) Parking including verge parking to 24-41 and 90-124 East Street
(a) The verge parking in East Street was raised at the annual Parking Charges Meeting at Purbeck District Council by Mr Simon Gledhill of Environmental Services, Dorset County Council as an enforcement issue.  The Clerk queried the matter with various officers at Dorset County Council including Mrs Sara Meggs, Mr Tony Burt and Mr Gledhill soon after the above meeting (November 2011).  Neither Mrs Meggs (legal department), Mr Burt (traffic engineering) or Mr Gledhill were actively doing anything about the matter.  Mr Gledhill was appraised of all the discussions and decisions that had gone before to make sure there could be no misunderstandings if he brought about any fresh action.  

There was no new information from any party this month.  Councillors hoped the matter would die away again but the Council would continue the monitor the situation.  It was suggested more research into the history of the verge areas was needed to produce the evidence needed to refute any highway claims from County in respect of 24-41 East Street.
(b) General parking issues arising around both villages – Still no response from Mr Gaggero.  Cllr Haywood has compiled a report on behalf of the Parish Council Parking Team for Kingston that is being circulated to all the councillors.  There was some discussion of the number of spaces outside the new surgery (in conjunction with the surgery manager Mrs Joan Ingarfield).  There are possibly 18 if the recycling is removed or 14 if not but 5 will be used by the staff.

(2) Pedestrian crossing in East Street o/s the School
Councillors discussed a suggestion that persons waiting at the zebra crossing are obscured by the new streetlights so that vehicle drivers will not see them in time.  The matter to be mentioned to Southern Electric Contracting and DCC.

Removal of funding by Dorset County Council – DCC officer Rob Camp is dealing with the removal of funding. There was no update regarding the removal of the school crossing patrol which was registered as an official complaint at DCC by Cllr Lovell (previous correspondence Item 541). If the School has also made a complaint, then there will be three complaints at DCC including Bere Regis Parish Council.  See correspondence item 622 on the proposals for sponsorship of crossings.  It would appear there is to be a health and safety audit of the crossing by Mr Nash of DCC.  Councillors decided to invite DCC Cabinet member Peter Finney to come to a Parish Council Meeting;

Cllr Stephen Dru Drury, noticed a new car parking on the First School verge occasionally - Reg HJ08 KTX.  It still happens infrequently so Councillors decided to notify County officers that this is happening.

Church Knowle Bridge Repairs

Bridge will be shut from the 16th April 2012.  No further information at present.
Replacement Street Lighting Proposals

Background info: Chris Hanlon of Pathway Lighting (Newcastle) provides the plans for Southern Electric Contracting (SEC).  (He replied to the queries raised at the walk round after the July 2011 Meeting.)   Darren Mitchard of SEC has now been replaced by Terry Lewis.  

Mr Lewis is attempting to obtain fresh plans from Pathway but there is still a problem.

[Darren Mitchard confirmed all new lighting in East Street from the Castle Mound to the new crossing lights will be heritage style.  The West Street lights also to be heritage style – eight more heritage from the Square to the car park road (to cost £4,000 with funding from Perenco and the National Trust).]

Bridleway 70 Boat Order – Ref: E5106

The Roads and Rights of Way Committee at DCC has now formally responded to the Secretary of State about the proposed upgrading of Bridleway 70 to a Byway open to all Traffic (Boat).  Reference E5106 at the County Council.  This matter has been rumbling on for some years since the Parish Council objected to the proposal on the 14th February 2007 along with many other parties at the time.  The DCC legal department have now sent the views of the Roads and Rights of Way Committee to the Secretary of State and it is currently with the Planning Inspectorate in Bristol.  The Inspectorate suggest the complexity and the amount of paperwork means the case is likely to be decided at a full enquiry hearing.  Just getting it on their computer system will take some time.  A decision will be made as to the correct approach and a timetable issued to all parties,  including the Parish Council, for them to make representations after the case and information from the original application for the upgrade is sent out to all those concerned.  Any correspondence sent in at the moment may be accepted as an early representation but they could not confirm this would be the case.  The Parish Council will be waiting for the above decision and timetable before taking any action.

	Re November Item 3.5 – West Street Toilets

See correspondence item 627 distributed to all cllrs – Jill Jackson, Environmental Services Officer, Environment & Health Team, PDC to Corfe Castle Parish Council – “As you are aware, Purbeck District Council (PDC) has established a Policy Development panel (PDP) to review the provision of public conveniences in the District. I'd like to thank Cllr Drew Drury for their attendance at a recent meeting of the panel.  The policy development panel's remit is to produce a draft policy and recommendations which must be considered by our Council. As such, the PDP is still in a fact finding phase and we are seeking the views of Corfe Castle Parish Council on the provision of public conveniences in the parish. There is currently one public conveniences serving Corfe Castle sited in the car park in West Street. The PDP would like to explore options for the site. It would help to inform our recommendations if we knew which of the following options would be acceptable for your council to take over the responsibility for these facilities. We would be grateful if you could please let the panel know your preferred option from the following:-

•   The retention of the site at West Street, with your council funding the costs involved including the possible use of local people to clean and maintain the facilities, which the Parish Would take responsibility for with a sliding scale contribution for the maintenance, electricity, water, NNDR and cleaning costs from the District over three years. That is for PDC to pay you 75% of the costs in the first year, 50% in the second and 25% in the third year.

•   Close the toilet and install signage directing to the toilets provided by the National Trust at the Castle and to possible 'community' toilets within local establishments.

For your information the costs involved in 2010/11 were

Electricity £247.92

Water       £450.00

NNDR     £4398.75

Cleaning and maintenance costs are dependant on the arrangements made locally.

I would like to reiterate that the PDP has no decision making powers and any final decisions will necessarily be made by the full Council.”

Councillors discussed the above and were not impressed with the proposals put forward. Similarly, the costings put forward are not complete and possibly inaccurate. The above suggestions are so obviously geared up to removing all expenditure by the District Council despite that same organisation deriving a large income from the adjacent car park.  Cllr Dru Drury had requested the car park income from the PDP at the meeting if the Parish Council was to have any interest in taking over the toilets.  This was refused as expected.  [Note: This is also being done at the same time as  the former East Street toilets are being marketed to make the District Council even more money.]  The Parish Council cannot afford to run the toilets from the Precept.  The Chamber of Trade and Commerce cannot afford to run such an expensive undertaking.  The National Trust already incurs high expenditure from providing toilets at the Castle that are open to the public (voluntarily) and would be unlikely to look favourably on running these as well.  Mr Eustace of the National Trust was not present to comment at the Meeting.

Although much of the employment within the village is derived from tourism it is still a small proportion of the population of Corfe Castle.  Many residents would be pleased if fewer visitors used West Street as a base whilst visiting the village.  The Council decided to reply suggesting the District Council continue to maintain and run the toilets as it does presently.

	 Re August Item 10: Correspondence 329a (missed at the time) – Dog Bins

“Mrs Liz Spicer-Short  requests another dog bin : As one of the villager's reps on the Corfe Common Management Committee and therefore instigator of the dog bin requests, could I ask that you pass on the community's thanks to the Parish Council for the new bin at the West Street turning circle.  It is much used (to the point of overflowing!) which surely proves how much it was needed.  

There is still feeling that another bin is badly needed, however, at the other end of the main common - either at Halves Cottages or the Kingston road crossing.  I am aware that the previous request for a bin at Halves Cottages was refused by the Council, but I now believe that this may be at least in part because Geoff Windsor got a bit confused about the proposed location, rather than a refusal to it as a site in principle.  There would seem to be a suitable site adjacent to the roadway on the cul-de-sac leading to the parking for bungalows 14-18.  This would be an ideal location for the dog walkers as it is adjacent to the path onto the common, and would be convenient for the emptiers as it is right next to the roadway.  The footpath there is often subject to dog mess and I (I am sure amongst others) often clear up and take the bags down to the middle halves bin.

Could I ask that this is put before the Council at your / their convenience?  If you need any further information please don't hesitate to contact me.”

The Members discussed the above and decided another dog bin at the Kingston road crossing would be a good idea.  The location is on the Common and the land is owned by the National Trust so the Council decided to ask Mr Andrew Eustace if the Trust would like to provide the facility.

On the Purbeck District Council (PDC) meeting agenda for the next day: (1) Parking issues including the charges for the West Street car park and finding more parking for the new doctors surgery; (2) The Chief Executive wanted to finance Superfast Broadband at a cost of £350,000 but it was argued that it would come anyway without such a large cost to PDC; (3) Their finance strategy was in favour of the Chamber of Trade and Commerce suggestion for changing the charges from a minimum of 2 hours to 3 hours at a decreased cost per hour; (4) Gypsy Sites, the four sites put forward are in a survey requesting public feedback; (5) The Overview and Scrutiny Group is to send Councillors Cake and Dragon to attend all future Purbeck Rail Partnership meetings.  Cllr Dragon doesn’t agree with the consultants estimate of 200,000 passengers per year that comprises part of the business plan.

	Tim Lee to Tracy Long (DCC), copied to all interested parties – Information for Community Groups – Following our submission to you on 29 September of a list of questions, you kindly sent out on 26 October to Friends groups and Councillors (but apparently not to Parish Councils) a package of documents.  This included a file called FAQs which was a 17 page Dorset County Council document with the title "Information for Community Groups .......use of a community asset". This was followed on 4 November by a further 25 page document with the title "Developing a community managed library service - Information for local communities", which was sent to Friends Groups and Parish Clerks but not to Councillors. I have not had the opportunity yet to determine which of these documents is the most important to me as a Chairman of a Friends Group, nor to the Chairman of my Town Council. The introduction to the first one mentions that "Some of the questions helpfully submitted by Ad Lib are responded to as part of this information and the responses to the remaining will follow".  The Introduction to the second one mentions that "there are some questions where a response cannot yet be provided as the detail is being worked through.....". I notice that there is a degree of duplication of information in the content of these two documents which, if you came to my "office", you would appreciate is not entirely helpful. May I ask that once you have the answers to all the questions you provide us with just one document so that we can dispose of these two without the risk of losing information that will be important to us when negotiations start in earnest?

If you are applying for a road closure for a another type of event please look back on the original webpage (address given above, on this there is a line which reads “guidance and application form for event organisers” if you click on this is provides you with links to a good guidance document and also the application form. If you are applying for a road closure, in the first instance always go to Dorset County Council as they do 99% of the road closures. Purbeck District Council do a very small number of road closures but it is most likely that it would be Dorset County Council who will process your application. If they feel it is more appropriate for us to do it they will pass your application over to us. I hope this information assists you in understanding what you would need to do if you wish to apply for a road closure. 	Steve Tapscott, Senior Planning Officer, Planning Policy – PDC – Affordable Housing Policy Development Panel – I am an officer from the Planning Policy Department working with a Policy Development Panel (PDP) to help secure more affordable housing in the District. Now that the PDP has progressed to the point where several meetings have been held and the Council’s Policy Group has approved a work plan and terms of reference, I am in a position to provide you with a quick flavour of what the PDP is about, as its outcome may affect you. The main driver behind the new local plan for Purbeck, Planning Purbeck’s Future, is to secure as much affordable housing as possible for the District. This will be done through a mixture of allocating houses in settlement extensions, whereby the developers will be expected to provide 40-50% affordable housing onsite, and through lowering the current thresholds for infill development. This will mean that developments of 2 or more dwellings will be expected to provide 40-50% affordable housing. The plan acknowledges that although these methods hope to facilitate the building of around 780 affordable homes between 2006 and 2027, the waiting list is so long (over 1,900 households) that we will never be able to build our way out of the problem. Therefore, the District Council decided to set up a PDP as a way to look at methods to maximise affordable housing and create an Affordable Housing Supplementary Planning Document. The PDP comprises District Councillors (Cllr Lovell is the Chair), District Council officers from planning and housing, two town/parish council representatives, and a housing association representative. The group has been looking at a variety of aspects, including neighbouring authorities’ approaches to rural exception sites and we have already had presentations from a variety of industry experts. Further detail is given in the attached work plan, which gives an overview of the subject areas we are looking at and an approximate timescale for the production of the Supplementary Planning Document. For extra information I have also attached the terms of reference. I hope this information bulletin proves useful and gives an idea of what we are hoping to achieve. The Panel is aware that promoting better collaborative working with town/parish councils is one of the key areas to address, so you will no doubt hear from us again in the near future as work progresses and we consult on our findings. I have tried to keep this email as short as possible, so if you have any questions or require further information, please do not hesitate to get back to me.

	DAPTC – Came & Co Fidelity Guarantee - references for Parish Councillors – At the Clerks Seminar in September one of the speakers was Vicky Jacomb from the insurance company Came & Company.  Vicky offered to research with Aviva the issue of references for Parish Councillors who are cheque signatories, the result is shown below.  Please note the paragraph shown in bold.
Vicky Jacomb, Came & Company Parish Council Insurance to DAPTC – I apologise this has taken so long to get to you.  When we spoke I confirmed that Aviva had agreed that there is no requirement under the Aviva policy for a Parish Council to hold references for Parish Councillors who are cheque signatories.  Due to this matter being raised in the Dorset meeting you kindly agreed to email the Parish Councils for me if I provided the wording: At the Dorset meeting whilst we were discussing the Fidelity Guarantee section I raised that there is a requirement under this section that Parish Councils should hold a reference for Parish Clerks and Parish Councillors who are cheque signatories.  Due to the comments and concerns that were raised I agreed to speak to Aviva to see if this could be reviewed. I have pleasure in confirming that Aviva has agreed there is no requirement for the Parish Council to hold references for Parish Councillors who are cheque signatories as long as the Parish Councillor has signed the Code of Conduct.  I appreciate that the Code of Conduct is under review and once the alternative is announced I will speak to Aviva.
 
Please note this decision refers only to policies held with Came & Company Parish Council Insurance; if you do not hold a policy with Came & Company Parish Council Insurance and you do not hold reference for your Parish Councillors who are cheque signatories I would highly recommend that you contact your broker or insurer to discuss this matter further.
 
There is still a requirement within the Fidelity Guarantee section for the Parish Clerk to have a reference on Parish Council files.  I appreciate that person who is the Parish Clerk may have been in the position for a while and if this is the case then a personal reference will suffice.   Please do not think that I am implying that Parish Clerks will cause a claim, that is not the case, but if there is a claim under the Fidelity Guarantee section and it is due to the Parish Clerk, and there is no reference on the file, then the Insurance Company may not be of financial assistance. This is about making sure the Parish Council is covered correctly. Please let me know if you are unable to email this for me or if you would like to me to amend the wording.

	Tim Lee copies reply from Tracy Long, Dorset Library Services Manager on his questions – Fwd: Information for Community Groups – I would appreciate any comments you have on it before I send her a full reply. My own reaction to her last paragraph is that I would rather have emails or letters addressed to all of us instead of seeing everything on a website that goes to everyone.

Please let me know what you think. Tracy Long e-mail:-

 I thought that it would be helpful to confirm that all the information that you referred to you in your email below has been sent to Chairpersons of Friends (where there is a local group), Clerks of the parish or town council and to local County Councillors of the 9 communities. The information may have been sent by separate email. For example the information "Developing a community managed library service" sent to parish/town council clerks and Friends Groups was sent under cover of another email to County Councillors. The email on 26 October was sent both to Friends and Parish/Town clerks and to local County Councillors. The view is that it is important to distribute the information and responses to local communities as soon as it is available. Local communities and AD LIB have been pressing for information and we wanted to respond as quickly as possible.  The information about the community managed approach was finalised in advance of the responses to the questions submitted by AD LIB. Rather than hold to this first set  of information, it was distributed to local communities. This was followed by the responses to the questions from AD LIB which you felt were important to all communities. Information from the first document was repeated where relevant as part of the responses to the questions from AD LIB.  I appreciate that local communities are now furnished with a range of information. However there are a range of issues to be responded to, illustrated by the queries from individual local communities and the collective list of questions from AD LIB. In addition we have provided some information which may be helpful to a local community but not yet asked by any local community. This range of information is provided to enable each individual community to determine what's important to them. Thank you for the suggestion that we seek to compile all the information into one document when we have all the answers. I suggest that it would be more useful for a dedicated webpage on the website be set up as a resource area and all the up to date information could be made available in one place. This will hopefully make it easy for people to find a particular document or information that they are looking for. I would envisage that this will assist as an immediate and ongoing resource to support and sustain the management of a community led service.

	PDC – Dorset wide Gypsy, Traveller and Travelling Showpeople Site Allocations Joint Development Plan Document – Purbeck District Council is working together with the other Dorset Councils to plan for the site needs of Gypsies, Travellers and Travelling Showpeople. These sites will be identified in a joint Development Plan Document which will eventually be adopted by each of the individual councils across the county. The Councils have appointed consultants, Baker Associates, to prepare the Development Plan Document (DPD) on their behalf. The Issues and Options document is the first stage in the preparation of the DPD, and is subject to public consultation between 18th November 2011 and 10th February 2012. The purpose of the public consultation is to invite views on the issues and options identified in this document, the site options contained within it, and to invite suggestions for additional site locations which may be suitable to meet the needs of the Gypsies, Travellers and Travelling Showpeople of Dorset. Views are also sought on the key questions raised in the document. Baker Associates have prepared this document. Whilst the Dorset councils have worked closely with the consultants, the councils have made no decision on the site options contained within the document. We welcome your feedback on four sites put forward by landowners for consideration and would appreciate your suggestions of alternative sites. The four sites in Purbeck that we would like your views on are: 

 County Farm, Burnham Lane/Washpond Lane, Swanage (2 pitches)

	Rachael Shefford, Countryside Officer, PDC – Corfe Castle street signs – Following the replacement of street signs in Corfe Castle last year, I have carried out an audit of all the heritage style street signs in the village. I have also carried out similar audits in Swanage and Wareham. Of the 18 individual signs in the village, 14 have been replaced over the last few years. Hopefully, if these signs are not damaged or vandalised, they will last for approx. 10 years. Of the remaining 4 signs, they all appear to be in a good state of repair at present. PDC spent their last remaining street signs budget on replacing these signs, along with some external funding from Dorset County Council as part of the Norden Park and Ride project. PDC no longer has any budget for street sign replacement. I am currently working with Wareham and Swanage Town Councils to find funding for replacing their street signs – the majority of which will most likely come from the Town Councils themselves, plus contributions from Dorset County Council and other organisations/attractions. I have asked those councils to discuss whether they are able to contribute to an annual revenue budget for sign replacement. PDC will continue to oversee the street signs in regards to regular audits (probably once a year), making improvement suggestions, seek funding from third parties, order signs and oversee installation. The average sign costs approx. £250 (inc supply, P&P and installation) to replace. As you will appreciate, the signs are not only for directing visitors to their correct destination, but also act as promotion of all the fantastic ‘attractions’ there are to visit in the village. Also, having this type of sign fits very well with the conservation area and lessens the need for other signs which clutter the village. I would be grateful if you could raise the issue of street sign funding at your next Council meeting, so that we can work together to find a way to maintain the high quality of signs in Corfe Castle.

	Matt Jones, Dorset Highways to CCPC & CKPC – Vineyard Bridge Closure April 2012 – This email is intended to keep you up to date with proposals for the road closure needed to allow repairs at Vineyard Bridge.  As you know, the closure is proposed to commence on the 16th April 2012, and to last 4 weeks.  As we have discussed, Dorset County Council will employ all reasonable means to ensure the work is completed in this time, although I would stress that works in the ground always carry an unknown element, and that all construction work carries risk of delay associated with extreme weather. We are aware that the preference of the CK parishioners is for a temporary bridge alongside the existing bridge, but hopefully the discussions we held on site sufficiently explained why that is not possible. At our meeting you had some questions about how the diversion route would be managed.  The route itself will be fully signposted, back to and including the A351.  We monitor the signs on our diversion routes in case of vandalism or unauthorised removal. There are some concerns with regard to the narrow and steep section of Grange Hill, specifically that if a large vehicle met another large vehicle coming the other way on this section they may not be able to pass.  This could potentially be managed by installing temporary traffic signals on the hill, however we feel that traffic signals would cause excessive delay on this route as the 'all red' time would be quite long.  Rather than temporary traffic signals we propose to use a vehicle actuated sign.  This system will automatically detect large vehicles approaching the bottom of the hill, and will activate a warning sign at the top of the hill advising drivers to wait.  This system is more expensive than traffic signals, but should remove the risk associated with large vehicles without unnecessarily delaying the majority of  road users. We also discussed the possibility of parking spaces being available east of the bridge for the few people living / staying at properties at Vineyard Farm.  This should be fine.  I anticipate about 3 spaces could be made available, including 1 space for the users of the NT cottage? After our meeting on site you raised a concern you had received from some of the farmers about the low bridge on the diversion route near Creech Bottom.  I understand this bridge is signed as 13'6".  I have asked Simon Godding to ask his members for their thoughts on this, but it would be useful if the PC could also ask around.  If we know specifically what the problems could be there might be something we can do to assist. The diversion will impact on local bus and school bus timetables.  Details will follow at a later date. We are currently carrying out the final consultations (emergency services etc), and once these are complete we anticipate issuing a letter to parishioners describing the work. If you have any questions please do not hesitate to get in touch.
